But I thank 
God for the power of the 
Holy Spirit, who cancels 
the lies of the enemy and 
replaces them with love, 
joy, and acceptance.
As I grew older, I married, 
had two children, and 
built a life in Atlanta. It 
was there that God spoke 
to my heart about work-
ing with young girls and 
youth. Advocating for my 
oldest daughter through 
school and life experi-
ences led me to become 
active in the education 
system and community, 
creating opportunities for 
young people to grow and 
succeed.

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Frank got saved on Friday, 
Dec.1 /2017.  Dressed in 
shabby clothes and car-
rying a backpack, I re-
member him.  He was a 
quiet little man who never 
spoke. Someone said his 
name was Frank. Every 
Friday, he would get out 
of our church van with 
the homeless and come 
into our feeding program 
for a free meal.  He was 
always there; until then, 
one day, he wasn’t. 
Then, sometime later, 
Frank returned to our 
dining room after go-
ing missing for several 
months. He was notice-
ably thinner now than 
when we had seen him 
last. "I'm glad to see you, 
Frank," I said as he en-
tered the dining room. 
Silently, he slid up his 
sleeve. A row of hospi-
tal I.D. bracelets lined 
his wrist.  Moffitt Cancer 
Center, they read.  You 
see, Frank's tongue had 
been removed some 
months ago.  Now I un-
derstood why he never 
spoke.  
Upon sitting down, he 
quickly packed his bags 
full of food.  I seated 
myself down with him. 
The pad and pencil I 
slid across the table 
made our communica-
tion possible. I never saw 
Frank put any food in his 
mouth, although he did 
pack some to go.” Frank, 
here, why don’t you eat 
something?” I suggest-
ed. Silently, he raised his 
shirt. There, I saw that 
he had a feeding tube at-
tached to his belly. Then, 
the realization set in. “Oh, 
you’re not trying to put 
these sandwiches into 
your feed tube, are you, 
Frank? I said to him.”  He 
shrugged his shoulders 
and looked up at me. 
Then, silently, he made 
a circular motion with 
his hands as if he were 
grinding food. Oh, Frank, 
doesn’t this mean you’re 
supposed to have special 
liquid for your diet?” It 
was true: “You don’t have 
anything that you need 
to put into that tube, do 
you?” He hung his head. 

        Then, putting the      
       last sandwich into 
his backpack, he stood.

"Frank," I called, 
following quickly to catch 
up with him. "You don't 
have to rush.  It would 
be alright for you to catch 
the van when it comes 
back."

Or maybe 
I will be standing at the 
gates of eternity before 
you. None of us are 
guaranteed tomorrow, 
Frank.  But if you found 
yourself standing at the 
gates of heaven, would 
Jesus say to you, “Come 
in, My Beloved, or would 
He say, Depart from Me, 
I never knew you?" "You 
know, there are many 
people who have gotten 
a glimpse of heaven and 
come back to tell about 
it.

He hugged 
me, loaded up into the 
van, and was gone.  As 
I watched them drive 
away, I hoped I would 
see Frank again. But if I 
didn’t, I knew I would see 
him in heaven. 
I did see Frank one more 
time, this time at the 
hospital. He never got 
a home, but he did get 
a bed. ~ ~ ~ On April 5, 
2018, Willie Frank Sim-
mons went to be with 
our Lord. ~ ~ ~ I will miss 
Frank. I don’t know how 
many knew him. I don’t 
know how many loved 
him. But Jesus loved 
him, and yes, I will see 
Frank again in heaven. 
All Praise be to Our Lord, 
Jesus Christ, who made 
a way for us. James 4:14 
Yet you do not know 
what tomorrow will bring. 
What is your life? For 
you are a mist that ap-
pears for a little time and 
then vanishes. John 3:16 
For God so loved the 
world, that he gave his 
only begotten Son, that 
whosoever believeth in 
him should not perish, 
but have everlasting life.

The people at my church, 
unfortunately, didn't ac-
cept me. They thought I 
was a little weird because 
I was always asking 
questions. A lot of people 
would make fun of me 
and laugh at me, and I 
became really depressed 
and felt like I wasn't loved 
or accepted. I got to a re-
ally dark place in my life 
where I started to hate 
myself.
It's sad because my fam-
ily loved me, but the en-
emy lied to me. I got to 
the point where I was so 
depressed that the ene-
my started speaking to 
me and telling me I was 
a sinner. He kept on with 
words like “You're bad.” 
“You should just take your 
life.” In that process, I be-
came suicidal.
I was sad about taking 
my life. I went into the 
bathroom and tried to 
commit suicide. Because 
I lived in a place where it 
seemed no one wanted 
to see me. I was just very 
sad. 

I thought about Jesus. He 
had already paid for my 
sins, and I didn't have to 
die. He said to me, "I'll be 
your friend. I love you. I 
want you to live." Thank 
God. He saved my life 
that day, both spiritual-
ly and physically. I give 
God all the glory. He is so 
good. 
He's been my friend ever 
since. He's always been 
faithful to me. There have 
been other times in my 
life when the enemy has 
tried to kill me. I got hit by 
a semi-truck and should 
have died, but God 
spared my life and healed 
me. 
I was in pain for a whole..

month. I could hardly 
move. I could hardly walk. 
I was 8 to 9 on a 10-pain 
level. I just kept believing 
God. I told him, “God, I 
know you're my healer. I 
know you're my God.” So, 
I kept believing and pray-
ing and trusting God. 
I went to church, believ-
ing God for healing, and 
the pastor had a prophet-
ic word of knowledge for 
me.

I don't know how to do 
religion, but I know how 
to do Holy Ghost!

I grew up with very lov-
ing parents in New Jer-
sey.  My father was le-
gally blind but could see 
good in people more 
than anyone else I knew.  
My mother was great, 
too; she was the disci-
plinarian because, let’s 
face it, all children need 
to be disciplined.  I was 
the middle child, with an 
older and a younger sis-
ter.  My sisters and I love 
our parents very much.  
We grew up Presbyte-
rian, where my mother 
attended church but my 
father did not.  So, my 
sisters and I went to 
Sunday School in the 
Presbyterian church, not 
really remembering any-
thing about God or Je-
sus.  Just going through 
the motions.  When I 
was about 19 years old, I 
met a girl for whom I had 
great affections, but she 
didn’t have any for me.  
I would go to her house 
and became more 
friendly with her mother 
than the girl.  One day, 
her mother invited me to 
church, so I went. This 
church was nothing like 
the Presbyterian church 
I went to as a youth.  
The praise and worship 
were amazing.  
People would fill the 
pews, and they had to

bring in more chairs to fit 
everyone. They were sing-
ing loudly and dancing, 
which went on for a while. 
Again, nothing like the qui-
et singing of the Presbyte-
rians, which is where you 
needed to be quiet, or so 
I thought. This new church 
was very uplifting to me, 
and God used this church 
to mold me into the per-
son He wanted me to be. 
But I never really attended 
church until later on in life.
One day, I’m sitting in my 
apartment.  I’m about 42 
years old, single, never 
wanting to get married, 
and thinking there has 
to be more to life than 
what I’ve been experi-
encing.

I read so 
slowly in school that my 
parents sent me to nu-
merous speed-reading 
classes to enhance my 
reading skills, but I never 
adapted to this schooling. 
Because of my slow read-
ing, I never wanted to read 
much until that day in my 
apartment.  I had to read 
something.  But I didn’t 
go to the Sports Illustrat-
ed magazine or any other 
magazine lying around.  I 
didn’t have many books 
because I didn’t have a 
desire to read them.  So, I 

went to where my Grand-
mother gave me a Bible 
in 1967.  I knew exactly 
where it was, which was 
amazing in itself because 
I had moved many times 
in my youth, but the Bible 
stayed with me.  It was 
an American Standard 
Bible that I picked up and 
started reading with such 
a hunger for reading I 
never had before.

From Page 1 ... this work 
in Georgia before relo-
cating to Florida, where 
we now serve foster 
youth—particularly those 
who have been trafficked 
or are at risk for traffick-
ing due to various things.
Within six months of 
launching our home and 
program for foster youth, 
my 19-year-old daughter 
was tragically murdered 
by her fiancé. That loss 
was devastating beyond 
words, but it is only by 
God’s grace that I stand 
here today with a whole 
heart, filled with praise. 
Even in the darkest of 
times, I have chosen to 
pour into others and con-
tinue the work He has 
called me to do.
The enemy whispered 
lies to me: “She’s gone, 
so you might as well not 
live.” “This pain is too 
much, just give up.” But 
what did God say? He

promised joy and peace. 
Even in life’s worst mo-
ments, He is in the midst 
of it all. We have the 
power to speak life into 
our situations. When I felt 
like I couldn’t go on, God 
gave me a word: “Finish 
the work.” I held onto that 
promise and pressed for-
ward, knowing that these 
young girls needed me—
not just me, but Christ’s 
love shining through me.
Ministering to these 
girls, I often saw my own 
daughter’s face in their 
tears, their pain, and their 
struggles. For two years, 
I carried deep anger, but 
God, in His faithfulness, 
brought me through it 
so that I could continue 
empowering and uplifting 
these young women.
We do not stand here as 
perfect people. We stand 
as broken vessels, made 
whole by the power of the 
Holy Spirit. We move for-

My name is Samuel, and 
I come from Uganda, 
East Africa. I'm so priv-
ileged to share my tes-
timony with you. I think 
I was seven when my 
dad abandoned me, my 
mother, and my siblings. 
We were out there with-
out a house, without any-
thing, literally nothing.
Her life was really hard. 
But my mom was such a 
loving woman. She nev-
er gave up on us. She 
was always there for us. 
Regardless of how hard 
it was, she could not give 
up on us. She worked 
so hard; we would also 
try to work with her, as 
young as I was.
I was seven years old 
by then, but I was work-
ing to get something to 
eat and pay tuition for 
school. I remember one 
thing my mom used to 
do that I learned from 
her every evening: She 
would kneel and pray 
for us. The Lord was so 
faithful that he listened 
to her prayers, and God 
was with us to see her 
through.
Even in that difficult sit-
uation, the Lord was al-
ways there to see her 
through. Later, I was 
introduced to a gentle-
man who shared Christ 
with me. I said yes to the 
Lord; when I said yes to 
the Lord, I received life 
in me. Everything started 
working out. My school-
ing became easier be-
cause the Lord provided 
for my tuition.
I didn't have anyone pay 
for my tuition to attend 
school, but somehow, 
somewhere, God would

speak to me and say. 
You go and do this; you 
go and talk to this per-
son, and the person will 
loan you money. At first, 
in my own understand-
ing, I would ask God, but 
I don't work who will trust 
me to give me their mon-
ey?
But then I said, "I don't 
have to question God. Let 
me just go and do that." 
By the time I reached 
there, he had already laid 
a table for me. I could talk 
to them there, and they'd 
say, "Hey, we trust you. 
We will give you the mon-
ey." They gave me the 
money, and I would pay it 
at school.
Then, after that, I was 
like, how am I going to 
pay back this money? 
The Lord paved the way 
for me to get a job. I had 
a good job while going to 
school, and then I could 
repay the people who 
had given me the money. 
But one thing, even as I 
was doing all that, in my 
heart, I had this anger for 
my dad for abandoning 
us, and things were really 
not easy. 
It was not really easy for 
me because I was still 
holding that anger in me 
until the Lord told me that 
I needed to forgive my 
dad. One thing he told 
me was that there is no 
father under normal cir-
cumstances that would 
abandon his child.
Then, I realized that my 
dad wasn't himself, not 
in the usual sense—and 
that I had to forgive him. 
I remember going before 
him, and I forgave him. 
That's when life started

could she choose anoth-
er life and raise one child 
while leaving the five of us 
behind? But God, in His 
mercy, taught me the pow-
er of forgiveness. I wasn’t 
truly free until I forgave 
her. Though I had loved 
the Lord for years, I real-
ized that holding onto pain 
only kept me bound. No 
matter who has hurt you, 
forgiveness is essential.

It is one of the 
hardest things I have ever 
done, but through the 
blood of Jesus, I pray for 
his soul.

There is only one Sav-
ior, Jesus Christ, and He 
alone is the answer to ev-
ery pain, every fear, every 
question we may have.
He silences the voice of 
the enemy. The enemy will 
tell you that you are bound 
by mental illness, but we 
cancel that assignment 
in in the mighty name of 
Jesus.

His calling, knowing that 
there is a Savior who 
loves us unconditional-
ly—no matter where we 
come from or what we 
have been through.
As a child, I didn’t un-
derstand love. I ques-
tioned why my mother 
left. But at 12 years old, 
as I stood at the altar, 
God spoke to me: “I am 
with you. I will never 
leave you nor forsake 
you.” And He has never 
failed me. He has been 
my provider, my com-
forter, my everything. 
He filled the void of not 
having a mother by plac-
ing incredible spiritual 
mothers, teachers, and 
a Christian stepmother 
in my life to help shape 
me into the woman I am 
today.
When I finally met my 
birth mother at 25, I saw 
pictures of her life—her 
new family, her other 
son who had not been 
raised with us.

How many need hope 
today? We're here to get 
life and to get it more 
abundantly because God 
promised it. But do you 
believe it? I come from 
a background of having 
a lot in my life, never 
lacking anything. Some 
things happened to me 
early on in my life.
My dad was really strict 
with me. He used to beat 
my mom, and my mom 
left me when I was five 
years old. How many 
have felt that feeling of 
rejection in their lives? 
We all have a sense of 
loss that somewhere in 
our lives, we lost some-
thing we're trying to get 
back. That has been my 
whole life.
I was always searching 
for something I could 
never find. I came out in 
the streets, I got food. I 
got clothes. But it wasn't 
what I was looking for. I 
had dope. I had the girls. 
I was one of the biggest 
cocaine dealers in Fort 
Myers. How many know 
that when you start out 
with a little, you're going 
to get a lot?
 That's why I love Je-
sus. You can never get 
enough of him. His spirit 
is everlasting. It's without 
measure. You can have 
it. How many know when 
you have an $800-a-day 
cocaine habit? $20,000 
a month, you have got 
a problem. I had to sell 
dope to support my habit. 
That's not a good place 
to be. Why? Because ev-
erybody's out to rob you. 
Everybody's out to kill 
you over a little piece of 
crack.
What a life to live. Many 
of my friends are in pris-
on or dead today, but God 
spared my life because 
people were praying for 
me. That's why I can give

my testimony that I'm 
an overcomer. I've been 
clean and sober for 17 
and a half years. Halle-
lujah. I haven't touched  
any dope. No, nothing. 
Why? Because I travel 
the world as an evan-
gelist to help train oth-
er churches. Just like I 
do here. But one thing I 
don't forget. I don't for-
get 14th Street. I don't 
forget the ghetto. I don't 
forget the hood. I don't 
forget the gangs. Cause 
that's where I came from. 
Shooting dope isn’t a 
good thing. But when 
you're on the streets, 
I never forget where I 
came from. You can trav-
el the world, but do you 
remember your neigh-
borhood? How many 
know there are so many 
nations on my street? 
Since I've lived here al-
most five years ago, 
on my street alone, 10 
people have died. Think 
about that. We're running 
all over the world trying to 
save everybody.
My neighbors are dying 
right on my own street. 
But on my street, I'm go-
ing to tell them about the 
goodness of God. That's 
what I love about Sarah 
and her husband. They're 
out here, preaching the 
gospel in Venice, Punta 
Gorda, and all over the 
place. I'm just honored to 
be under her ministry be-
cause she doesn't have 
much, but what she has, 
she gives.
That's what it's all about. 
Everybody wants a big 
ministry. Everybody 
wants cars. Everybody 
wants houses. But do 
you really want a per-
sonal relationship with 
the God that can do all 
things? That can conquer 
all things? That can give 
you all things? He al-
ready did it on the cross.
I'm here to celebrate life, 
and you can have it more 
abundantly. There's a 

narrow road.  The broad 
road is easy. Everybody 
goes down it. The broad 
road is what? It's plea-
sure. You can walk in it. 
It's great. But you have to 
remember that what you 
sow is what you're going 
to reap. Stop sowing that 
seed into pleasure be- 
cause corruption comes. 
We just buried seven 
people last month. Sev-
en people that I knew 
got buried. I was crying 
this morning for some-
one else who's going 
through  the pain of 
that loss. When I was 
on dope, I couldn't care 
less. People are smoking 
that dope and dying all 
around me. I didn't care 
just so I could have my 
own way, but I got off that 
wide road. I got on the 
nar- row road, and what I 
found out is that there are 
not a lot of people on that 
narrow road. 
If that's you today, you 
need hope. You're strung 
out. You're addicted. You 
have a sense of loss. You 
got rejected in your life. 
Jesus will never reject 
you, and what's in you 
when you receive him 
is greater than he's that 
is in the world. There's 
an enemy that's coming 
against you. But with Je-
sus, you can conquer all 
things.
God is doing the work 
in me so that I can puri-
fy myself. The high call 
is to look just like Jesus 
Christ. Some of us have 
deep scars. When they 
pop up, we push them 
back down. But it's time 
to release all those scars.

A Covenant Meal: As be-
lievers, Communion is 
our covenant meal. Je-
sus literally made a cov-
enant with His disciples 
through Communion; it 
was not a mere ritual. 
A Memorial Event: The 
Holy Spirit has been 
given to us as a living 
witness that we have 
entered into a covenant 
relationship. He is God’s 
seal of acceptance that 
has promised never to 
leave or forsake us.

Covenant Promises: 
The Bible details for us 
the promises of Jesus, 
should we choose to en-
ter into a covenant with 
Him. In addition to eter-
nal life, we are promised 
everything we need for 
life on earth and godli-
ness.
A Blood Sacrifice: When 
Jesus hung on the Cross, 
He became the blood 
sacrifice — the Passover 
Lamb
A Bloody Path: From the 
whipping post to Gol-
gotha, our Savior was 
dripping with blood, and 
as He carried His Cross, 
He was walking in the 
path of His own blood. 
Blessings and Curses: 
When Christ saved us, 
He also blessed us. Je-
sus has given His life to 
us, and we have given 
our lives to Him.

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CAIRO, Egypt, March 5, 
2025 /Christian News-
wire/ —  What a historic 
year! 2024 concluded 
with an extraordinary mo-
ment—Evangelist Daniel 
Kolenda proclaiming the 
Gospel in Cairo, Egypt. 
It was more than just an 
event; it was a bold step 
of faith, embracing the 
prophetic.
Christ for all Nations be-
gan with a dream. Back 
in 1974, Evangelist Re-
inhard Bonnke, then a 
struggling missionary in 
southern Africa, had a 
prophetic dream in which 
he saw a map of Africa, 
washed in the blood of 
Jesus. He heard a voice 
declare, “From Cape 
Town to Cairo, Africa 
shall be saved.” In 2024, 
we felt a divine invitation 
to press into God’s prom-
ises.
PREACHING THE GOS-
PEL PUBLICLY IN CAI-
RO WAS CERTAINLY 
BOLD!
As we pulled onto the 
field, it felt like stepping 
into a moment of histo-
ry. The field was packed, 
but the atmosphere was 

unlike anything we’re 
used to. The crowd was 
reserved, quiet, respect-
ful. Part of that is cultural, 
but part of it is the sheer 
novelty of this event – 
something unheard of in 
this part of the world. In a 
nation where more than 
90% of the population is 
Muslim, preaching the 
Gospel openly isn’t just 
rare; it’s usually forbid-
den.
For the first time in Evan-
gelist Kolenda's minis-
try, he preached on a 
campaign field where a 
Muslim minaret literally 
loomed overhead. The 
call to prayer echoed 
across the crowd as the 
service continued. All 
around were houses and 
apartment complexes, 
inhabited by Muslim fam-
ilies, so close we could 
see into their windows. 
And yet, the Gospel rang 
out, loud and unmistak-
able. Some people sat 
on their balconies, listen-
ing intently.
JESUS MOVED IN 
POWER!
When Evangelist Kolen-
da gave the call for salva-

tion, the response was 
so overwhelming we 
nearly had a stampede! 
Then he prayed for the 
sick, and Jesus moved 
in power. Miracles hap-
pened, undeniable and 
wonderful. Some were 
too afraid to testify pub-
licly, but nothing could 
stop Jesus from saving 
and healing.

Though many countries 
in Northern Africa are 
closed to the Gospel, Re-
inhard Bonnke felt a deep 
assurance from the Holy 
Spirit that a move of God 
would come that would 
open the way for the Gos-
pel to penetrate even the 
most resistant places. As 
we ended 2024, we felt 
we were standing at the 
edge of that prophecy be-
ing fulfilled.

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There was a time in my 
life before I found faith 
when I felt completely lost 
and empty. I was strug-
gling—burdened with 
problems, sadness, and 
pain that overwhelmed 
me.

Doctors prescribed mul-
tiple medications, and 
my life became a blur 
of weekly blood work 
and chemotherapy treat-
ments.

He recommended 
I go to Moffitt Hospital 
in Tampa, Florida, for 
a radiation transplant. 
But I refused. I was lost, 
afraid, and confused.
As a widowed woman 
originally from the Phil-
ippines, I had no fami-
ly here to support me. I 
had to rely on my own 
strength. Through this di- 
fficult time, I clung to faith 
and the promise of heal-
ing. Hebrews 11:1 says, 
"Faith is the substance of 
things hoped for, the evi-
dence of things not seen." 
And Romans 10:17 re-
minds us, "Faith comes 
by hearing, and hearing 
by the word of God."
I refused to let cancer 
de- fine my life.
When my doctor again 
urged me to go to Moffitt 
for radiation treatment, 
I firmly declined. After 
leaving the doctor’s of-
fice, I wept—but those 
tears soon turned to joy.
Shortly after, I attended 
a Gospel meeting with 
Evangelist Joan Pearce 
in Bradenton at the Trail-
er Estates recreation  

hall. During the service, 
Joan called me forward 
for prayer. As she prayed 
over me, I suddenly fell 
to the floor in front of ev- 
eryone, something en-
tirely new for me.
Lying there, I cried out 
to the Lord, surrendering 
everything to Him. I told 
Him, "I won’t go to Moffitt 
for radiation. The doctors 
say I have cancer, but 
I believe You can heal 
me."
Then, something miracu-
lous happened.
When I opened my eyes, 
I saw three brilliant lights 
shining brightly. One in 
the center was extreme-
ly bright, with two others 
close beside it. My first 
thought was that some-
one had shined a flash-
light in my eyes—but 
there was no flashlight.
It was Jesus. At that mo-

ment, I knew He was with 
me. Peace washed over 
me. My brokenness, my 
fear, and my pain van-
ished. I was no longer
 struggling. I was healed!
As I lay there, I felt as 
if I was floating. Joan 
Pearce never even 
touched me while pray-
ing I simply rested in 
God’s presence. Those 
three lights I saw had to 
be the Father, Son, and 
Holy Spirit. They are 
three in one, and they 
are light!
Yes, God healed me.
Cancer, in a strange way, 
taught me to appreciate 
life more deeply—to love 
more, to smile more, and 
to treasure every mo-
ment. But today is a new 
day, a new life. I am a 
survivor.
