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In addition to their musi-
cal careers, Sandra and 
her brother were also 
co-pastors at the New 
Christ Memorial Church 
of God in Christ in Paco-
ima, California, a church 
founded by their parents. 
After her brother passed 
in 2015, Sandra contin-
ued her work as senior 
pastor.
Sandra died on March 
17, 2024, at the age of 
81, due to complications 
from radiation treatment 
for a non-cancerous 
brain lesion.
Before her death, San-
dra denied on her Face-
book page that they led 
Jackson to accept Christ, 
stating, “It has been

Last month, Rodney 
Jenkins, who worked 
with Michael Jackson on 
the  Invincible album, said 
the controversial mega-
star known as the King of 
Pop had received Christ 
two weeks before his un-
timely death in June 2009.
Jerkins stated on  The 
Breakfast Club  radio 
show that Sandra Crouch 
and vocal coach Seth 
Riggs told him Jackson 
had prayed the “sinner’s 
prayer” two weeks before 
his death.
On The Breakfast Club re-
corded June 12, 2025, 
Jenkins said: “The ulti-
mate reward is when I go 
to his funeral and Sandra 
Crouch and Seth Riggs, 
his vocal coach, says, 
‘Yeah, Michael received 
Christ two weeks ago. He 
had us pray. He did the 
sinner’s prayer.’”
Sandra Crouch and 
her twin brother Andraé 
Crouch, gospel musicians 
of legendary status, con-
firmed meeting with Jack-
son in the weeks before 
his death to discuss music 
and matters of faith. An-
draé has been called “the 
father of modern gospel 
music.”
They prayed and sang 
together, focusing on the 
“anointing of the Holy 
Spirit” to make Jackson’s 
music more spiritual.

Farooqabad and was 
baptized by Pastor 
George Peter Babcock 
on July 20, 1974. Micha-

el completed his educa-
tion and answered God’s 
call to ministry.

THE Lord was speaking 
to Rebekah in Gen. 25:23 
regarding her twin sons, 
Esau and Jacob. She 
asked the Lord, “Why am 
I thus?” The two children 
struggled together in her 
womb, two energies, the 
one believing, the other 
unbelieving, even before 
they were born. It is like 
two natures: the sin na-
ture and the divine na-
ture.
Rebekah was asking 
God as she was waiting 
to experience the joy of 
motherhood: Why am I 
so physically oppressed 
and in danger of death? 
Why was Isaac and her 
answer to prayer accom-
panied by such mysteri-
ous suffering?
Gen. 25:22. The Lord 
said to her, “Two nations 
are in your womb, and 
two manner of peoples 
shall be separated from 
your bowels.” (The two 
nations were Edomites 
and Israelites. From

the time of their birth, 
Esau and Jacob would 
be separated, divided, 
even hostile, for they 
had nothing in common) 
“and the one people 
shall be stronger than 
the other people (Jacob 
was younger and would 
be the stronger, but only 
through the Lord) and 
the elder shall serve the 
younger.”
What the Lord has 
shown me today is so 
enlightening. We have 
a natural reasoning to 
think that Esau was like 
a slave to his younger 
brother, Jacob, but here 
is what God is showing 
us in a spiritual sense. 
It’s a great lesson and 
will help us every day.
Every person is born 
with a sin nature, which 
makes that the ‘el-
der’. The Divine nature 
comes into the believer 
at conversion, and is the 
‘younger’. However, if we 
follow God’s pattern of 

victorious living, which 
is Jesus Christ and Him 
crucified, the ‘elder’ shall 
serve the ‘younger’, 
meaning that the divine 
nature will be victorious 
over the sin nature.
The twin born first was 
red all over (Gen. 25:25) 
like a hairy garment, and 
they called his name, 
Esau, which means the 
‘hairy one’ and which 
speaks of sensuality. Af-
ter that, his brother came 
out with his hand, taking 
hold of Esau’s heel. Ja-
cob taking hold of Esau’s 
heel at birth portrays the 
believer trying to gain 
spiritual supremacy by 
means of the flesh and 
not the Spirit, which 
characterized Jacob for 
many years. His name 
was called Jacob, which 
means ‘heel-catcher’ or 
‘supplanter; takes the 
place of.’
And the Scripture tells 
the story of how Esau  
sold his birthright to Ja-

cob for a bowl of stew.
Do you understand this?
The elder is the old sin 
nature. The younger is 
the born-again new na-
ture. We are free from 
sin! We never have to 
serve the ‘elder’ any 
longer. Why? Because, 
“Greater is He that is 
within you than he who is 
in the world.” 1John 4:4.
Before you knew Jesus 
Christ, you served the 
old, ‘elder’ sin nature. 
Now, the new, ‘younger’ 
you can conquer and put 
in its place the sugges-
tion of sin, (i.e., let me 
steal something that is 
not mine – the sugges-
tion. The new, younger, 
born-again nature con-
quers this suggestion by 
the Holy Spirit speaking 
in you, saying, “Thou 
shalt not steal”.

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I was raised in a home 
where love was present, 
but stability was often 
elusive. My mother, a 
woman of great strength 
and devotion, taught me 
essential life skills and 
brought me to church, in-
stilling values that would 
later anchor my life. De-
spite her care, her battle 
with dementia brought 
periods of chaos into our 
home. My father, though 
loving and a provider, 
was largely absent due 
to his work on the road 
and a struggle with alco-
holism, which further dis-
rupted our family life.
My parents were not in-
volved in my education, 
sports, or other formative 
experiences. Still, I never 
doubted that they loved 
me. When they divorced, 
I was around the age of 
14, which sent my world 
spiraling into confusion. 
I turned to drugs and al-
cohol, wandering through 
life without direction for 
the next decade, often 
sleeping wherever I could 
find shelter.
By the time I was 34, 
I had grown weary of 
the path I was on. One 
month before my spiritu-
al transformation, I gave 
up chewing tobacco and 
told my friends I was fin-
ished with it. The follow-
ing month, I accepted 
Jesus Christ as my per-
sonal Savior. Within a 
year, I felt a renewed call-
ing from God—one that I 
had first sensed at age 
14. From that moment 
on, everything began to 
change.
Seven years later, I mar-
ried a godly woman who

profoundly impacted my 
life. Together, we trav-
eled in part-time evan-
gelism before beginning 
our pastoral journey. 
We’ve now been pastor-
ing for 20 years, and God 
has remained faithful 
throughout.
In 2012, I felt called to 
pursue higher education 
in ministry. A year later, a 
prophetic friend—without 
knowing my plans—con-
firmed God’s direction 
for me to attend college. 
I began at Liberty Uni-
versity, then transferred 
to Lee University, where 
I earned a Bachelor of 
Science and a Master of 
Arts. Even before com-
pleting my master's, I 
sensed God leading me 
further. I went on to com-
plete a Doctor of Ministry 
at South University and 
later attended Anderson 
University, where I com-
pleted 33 credits in Lead-
ership. I then transferred 

to the North Carolina 
Col-lege of Theology an-
dearned a Ph.D. in The-
ology.
My journey—from a 
young man lost in ad-
diction and brokenness 
to a Ph.D. graduate in 
Theology—has been 
one of faith, resilience, 
and obedience. I had no 
idea what God had in 
store during the 13 years 
I spent in college. Many 
have looked at my jour-
ney with disbelief, ques-
tioning the boldness of 
my faith. Yet, like Jesus 
in Gethsemane, we must 
also say, “Not my will, 
but Thine be done,” even 
when the assignment is 
difficult.
No matter where you 
come from or what 
you've faced, trust God 
wholeheartedly. Walk in 
faith, and never let your 
present circumstances 
determine your future.

I graduated from IOM 
(Institute of Ministry) at 
Christian Retreat in Bra-
denton, FL, in 2003, and 
right afterward, I heard 
the Lord tell me to take 
His word to Anna Ma-
ria Island. I was to sit at 
a table, open my Bible, 
and be available for any-
one who needed prayer. 
It was just myself as my 
husband was working. 
At times, I would call him 
and say, “Meet me after 
work!” I would take din-
ner to the beach, and 
we had some nice dates 
together. God gave me 
the name ‘BeachReach’. 
When I am in Georgia, 
it is called ‘RiverReach’, 
when we go down to the 
Savannah River.
We now meet on the 
Anna Maria Causeway 
because of the traffic 
on Route 64. We have 
an appointed stretch of 
beach where God meets 
us every time. Here, we 
never hear negative re-
marks, and the people we 
meet are always friendly 
and accepting. We hand 
out Pastor Chuck Ken-
nedy’s Christian news-
paper, “He’s Alive”. It is a 
great witness tool for me 
as I show them my photo 
and article inside, show-
ing them that I am not a 
stranger to them.

My husband, Bob, and I 
also have our announce-
ment in the paper about 
our ministry called “God 
Across America,” where 
people can see both of 
us pictured together. 
After my husband grad-
uated from IOM in 2007, 
I was listening to Ger-
ald Derstine speaking 
at Christian Retreat. He 
said something about 
‘mounting up as eagles.
Eagles Wings! My Mom’s 
favorite verse. She was 
an artist, and on the wall 
in her living room was a 
beautiful eagle with out-
stretched wings soaring 
over a mountain stream.

So, 
my Father, Joseph Mon-
tez, being Native Amer-
ican, makes this near 
and dear to my heart.
As Dr. Gerald Ders-
tine was getting ready 

to leave the podium, I 
sent him a note via one of 
our children and saw him 
place it into a breast pock-
et. He had been speak-
ing about his Strawberry 
Lake Christian Retreat in 
Minnesota on the White 
Earth Indian Reserva-
tion. Gerald and I had the 
same calling to reach out 
to Native Americans. He 
was a Mennonite Bish-
op, which made me un-
derstand even more, as 
I was raised in a Menno-
nite Church that my Mom 
joined.

as prophets or healers 
with master’s degrees in 
theology, extended Bible 
studies and commentar-
ies, most of whom had 
graduated from recog-
nized Bible colleges. I 
said, “Gerald, I need more 
schooling.” He looked at 
me and said, “Madeline, 
you have everything you 
need right now.”
On one of our trips, driv-
ing to Minnesota, I had 
a vision of a trailer truck 
as one passed us on the 
highway.

From Page 1 ... pleting a 
Bachelor of Liberal Arts 
in Theology, he served in 
various roles, including 
pastor, principal, and di-
rector, within the Adven-
tist church.
However, when Mus-
lim relatives discovered 
that Michael was now 
a Christian pastor, the 
harassment began. In 
2004, the police arrested 
Michael in Quetta. At the 
station, Islamic scholars 
gave him a choice: return 
to Islam or face jail. He 
refused and was falsely 
charged with murder and 
attempted murder.
His wife and children 
were taken to an Islam-
ic organization’s com-
pound and forced to live 
as Muslims under heavy 
surveillance. They were 
compelled to read the 
Qur’an and perform Is-
lamic rituals in hopes 
that Michael would be 
released. On April 29, 
2006, Michael was sen-
tenced to life imprison-
ment.
A Family Torn Apart and 
Miraculously Reunited
While Michael lan-
guished in prison, his 
sons struggled to main-
tain their faith and free-
dom. Armaan found work 
in Lahore and eventu-
ally in Dubai. Salman 
and Rizwan completed 
their education and held 
private jobs. Despite 
repeated threats and 
forced compliance with 
Islamic expectations, the 
family held onto hope.
On September 15, 2011, 
Michael's sentence was 
increased to death by 
hanging, under pres-
sure from radical Islamic 
groups. He appealed to 
the Supreme Court. After 
years of legal battles, on 
December 9, 2016, the

court reversed the death 
sentence and ordered 
his release upon com-
pletion of his life term. 
On March 7, 2018, after 
nearly 14 years in prison, 
Michael was released.
Ongoing Threats and 
Narrow Escapes
Even after release, 
threats continued. On 
August 20, 2018, Mi-
chael and his wife were 
hit by a car in a sus-
pected targeted attack. 
Later that year, he was 
poisoned on a bus by 
men who forced him to 
eat drugged food at gun-
point. He survived after 
being treated in a local 
hospital.
More attacks followed. 
On February 19, 2019, 
a masked assailant on 
a motorcycle assaulted 
Michael and threatened 
him to stop preach-
ing Christianity or face 
death. His injuries left 
him bedridden for near-
ly two months. Despite 
changing locations fre-
quently, threats from ex-
tremist groups persisted.
Final Attempts and Es-
cape to Safety
In December 2023, the 
family faced another chill-
ing warning. As Salman 
returned from work, two 
masked men threatened 
him at gunpoint outside 
their home: "Stop prac-
ticing Christianity or we 
will kill you all." Fearing 
for their lives, the family 
decided they could no 
longer stay in Pakistan.
Under Islamic law, a 
Muslim who converts to 
another faith is labeled 
a Murtad (apostate), 
and can be legally killed 
by any devout Muslim. 
With limited resources, 
the family sold land in Si-
alkot and secured visas 
for most members to flee

the country.
On May 30, 2024, Pas-
tor Michael, his wife, 
and most of the family 
departed Pakistan for 
Nepal. They were nearly 
stopped at the immigra-
tion checkpoint due to 
their differing religious 
identities—Michael and 
his daughters-in-law be-
ing Christian, and the 
rest being documented 
as Muslims. Miraculous-
ly, they were allowed to 
leave.
Recently, their youngest 
son, Rizwan, and his wife 
joined them in Nepal. The 
family now lives together 
as refugees, supported 
by God’s grace and the 
kindness of local believ-
ers. They have obtained 
UNHCR refugee letters, 
but the situation in Nepal 
is difficult. Refugees are 
fined $9 per adult each 
day for overstaying, and 
the country’s laws offer 
little legal protection or 
opportunity for perma-
nent resettlement.
A Cry for Help and Hope
Despite the hardships, 
the Nazir family remains 
grateful to God for spar-
ing their lives and bring-
ing them back together. 
They continue to pray for 
a door to open—one that 
leads to safety, religious 
freedom, and a future 
filled with the opportunity 
to live and worship with-
out fear.
"Our salvation is from the 
Lord. He has brought us 
this far. We believe He 
will not leave us now," 
Pastor Michael shared.

notice and to opt their 
children out of expo-
sure to LGBTQ+ themed 
books and curriculum. 
Advocates for Faith & 
Freedom applauds the 
Court’s protection of re-
ligious liberty, the family, 
and children.
In the 6-3 opinion, the 
Court emphasized that 
few religious acts are 
more sacred than a par-
ent’s responsibility to 
educate their children 
according to their faith: 
“The practice of edu-
cating one’s children in 
one’s religious beliefs, 
like all religious acts 
and practices, receives 
a generous measure of 
protection from the Con-
stitution.” (Slip op. at 20)
In response to this pivot-
al ruling, Advocates for 
Faith & Freedom has cre-
ated a free, easy-to-use 
legal opt-out  form  that 
parents can submit to 
their child’s school. This 
resource allows parents 
to formally exercise their 

constitutional right to 
opt their child out of in-
struction, curriculum, or 
discussions related to 
gender identity, gender 
theory, sexual orienta-
tion, or any LGBTQ+-
themed materials that 
conflict with their reli-
gious beliefs.
“Today’s decision is a 
victory for religious free-
dom and the rights of 
parents.

Christ).” Mohamed woke 
up from the dream, shak-
en, yet filled with a new 
sense of purpose.
The next morning, he 
sought out his friends 
and excitedly told them 
about his dream. This 
encounter with Isa Alma-
sih was the turning point. 
Mohamed officially joined 
the Bible study and soon 
placed his faith in Jesus. 
Despite being unable to 
read or write, Mohamed’s 
passion for the Lord 
grew, and he eventual-
ly started his own Bible 
study group, relying on 
audio Bibles.
In the years that fol-
lowed, Mohamed’s group 
multiplied into six other 
Bible studies, each one 
birthing more gatherings.  

The Maryland Circuit 
Court for Baltimore City 
held a second criminal 
trial for Patrick Brice, who 
was accused of physi-
cally assaulting pro-life 
sidewalk advocates Dick 
Schaefer and Mark Cros-
by on May 26th, 2023, 
outside a Planned Par-
enthood facility on North 
Howard Street in Balti-
more.
Brice (picted right) whose 
attorney did not dispute 
his guilt, encountered the 
two elderly men peaceful-
ly standing and praying 
outside the abortion fa-
cility. Unprovoked, Brice 
violently attacked both 
men, leaving Schaefer 
unconscious and Crosby 
with multiple fractured fa-
cial bones and temporary 
blindness. On February 
6th, the jury found Patrick 
Brice guilty on two counts 
of misdemeanor sec-
ond-degree assault and 
endangerment. The pros-
ecution wanted a solo 
charge of felony first-de-
gree assault against 
Crosby; however, the jury 
could not reach a unani-
mous decision, thereby 
delaying Brice’s retrial to 
June 23rd.
In the second trial, the 
court found Brice not 
guilty of first-degree as-
sault against Crosby.

Today, over 40 Muslim 
background believers 
meet secretly in his vil-
lage, all thanks to Mo-
hamed’s witness and the 
power of the Gospel.

Judge Yvette Bryant main-
tained the double count 
of misdemeanor against 
Brice. He will await his 
sentencing in August. A 
second-degree assault 
charge carries up to 10 
years of incarceration, 
but there is no guarantee 
that Brice will receive any-
where close to the maxi-
mum sentencing. Brice 
has again been released 
on his own recognizance.
This questionable deci-
sion on the part of Judge 
Bryant to keep the charge 
against Brice   as a mere 
misdemeanor highlights 
the need for oversight of 
the judiciary in Maryland,

In a small village in the 
Horn of Africa, Mohamed 
grew up like most chil-
dren in his community—
born into a Muslim family 
and in Islamic traditions.
