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safe on the inside, but be-
hind that polished exterior, I 
was constantly afraid. I was 
scanning for danger, fear-
ing abandonment, and des-
perately trying to control my 
world.
What I didn’t know then 
was that I was living in a 
constant trauma response 
known as fight, flight, 
freeze, fawn, and calling it 
normal.
Eventually, I went looking 
for peace in all the places 
that promised it.
Over the next thirty years, 
I immersed myself in New 
Age spirituality and alterna-
tive healing. I studied Rei-
ki, practiced energy work, 
explored Gnosticism, East-
ern religions, mysticism, 
the chakra system, moon 
cycles, and countless self-
help teachings. I became 
a teacher and practitioner 
of what I thought was light-
filled wisdom. I sincerely 
believed I was helping peo-
ple.
But no matter how deep I 
went, nothing ever healed 
the ache in my soul. I 
wasn’t rejecting God, I ac-
tually thought I was work-
ing with Him.   I just didn’t 
know the real Jesus. I was 
trying to find peace without 
the cross and the deeper I 
went into spiritual practices 
that bypassed Christ, the 
more spiritually exhausted 
and fragmented I became.

I didn’t grow up in a Chris-
tian home, but I grew up 
believing in God. I attended 
Catholic school from kinder-
garten through high school, 
and I was taught about rev-
erence, rules, and right be-
havior, but no one ever told 
me about the transforming 
power or history of the gos-
pel. I didn’t know Jesus as 
Savior or Shepherd, in fact, 
we mostly focused on Mary, 
His mother.  
By the time I was eight years 
old, I had already lost my fa-
ther, my brother, and three 
of my four grandparents. 
Our home was marked by 
unspoken grief, alcoholism, 
anxiety, and emotional in-
stability. My mother loved 
me deeply, but she was 
overwhelmed by her own 
suffering.  
I didn’t know how to 
make sense of the pain 
I was living through. 
No one had taught me how 
to process my pain with God. 
I had no framework for 
healing, just survival. 
I didn’t have the words or 
understanding to deal with 
what I was carrying.
As a little girl, I learned to 
perform for love. I became 
the strong one. The over-
achiever. The helper. I made 
people laugh. I did what was 
expected. I got good grades. 
I thought that if I could hold 
everything together on the 
outside, I would finally feel

From Crystals to the Cross: How Jesus

Outwardly, I built what 
looked like a successful 
life. I became an exec-
utive, a speaker, and a 
high-performing coach, 
but inside, I was falling 
apart. I was divorced. 
Bankrupt. Suffering from 
chronic fatigue, daily mi-
graines, relentless heart-
burn, and constant physi-
cal pain. I later discovered 
I had undiagnosed ADHD 
and a severely dysregu-
lated nervous system.
But the greatest heart-
break was at home.
My daughter and I, after 
years of love, hardship, 
and misunderstandings, 
barely spoke. Our rela-
tionship was strained, 
tense, and silent. I worried 
for her constantly. I prayed 
for her through tears. I 
longed for restoration but 
didn’t know how to reach 
her. I was helping every-
one else, yet couldn’t heal 
my own family.
That broke me. Not just as 
a mother, but as a woman 
who had spent her whole 
life trying to hold every-
thing together. It was in 
that breaking that Jesus 
found me.
There was no dramat-
ic altar call. I wasn’t in a 
church service or reviv-
al meeting. I was in my 
home, on my knees, com-
pletely undone. I laid eve-

A new project pro-abor-
tion activist billionaire Bill 
Gates is funding raises 
pro-life concerns.
The Bill & Melinda Gates 
Foundation is funding a 
new project that involves 
embalming deceased 
newborn babies to har-
vest tissues and organs 
for artificial intelligence re-
search, according to a re-
port by Modernity News.

The initiative, which fo-
cuses on using the re-
mains of infants who die 
in neonatal intensive care 
units (NICUs), could spark 
outrage among those who 
view it as a disturbing ex-
ploitation of vulnerable 
lives.
The project, detailed in 
the report, is a collabora-
tion between the Gates 
Foundation and various 
research institutions. It

aims to develop AI-driven 
forensic and surveillance 
technologies by studying 
tissues preserved through 
a process called plasti-
nation, which involves 
embalming bodies with 
polymers to maintain their 
structure.
“The Bill & Melinda Gates 
Foundation is funding a 
gruesome study that in-
volves embalming dead 
babies with plastic to 

harvest their tissues for 
AI forensics and surveil-
lance,” the article stated, 
highlighting the contro-
versial nature of the re-
search.
The study specifically 
targets infants who die in 
NICUs, a setting where 
premature or critically ill 
newborns often face high 
mortality rates. While the 
report does not specify 
the exact number of ba-
bies involved, it notes 
that the tissues are being 
used to train AI systems, 
likely raising ethical con-
cerns among pro-life 
groups who argue that 
such practices commod-
ify human life, even after 
death.
The Gates Foundation’s 
involvement is seen as 
particularly troubling giv-
en its history of funding 
abortion.
Critics point to the lack of 
transparency regard

ing consent and the 
potential implications 
for families grieving the 
loss of their newborns.
The Modernity News 
article emphasized the 
project’s macabre ap-
proach, noting that “the 
bodies are sliced into 
sections and preserved 
for analysis,” a process 
that pro-life advocates 
may contend disre-
spects the dignity of the 
deceased.
No official statement 
from the Gates Foun-
dation has been cited 
to address these spe-
cific concerns, leaving 
the ethical debate unre-
solved.

Before I go on, I want to 
say that I loved my Mom 
and Dad. They are both 
in heaven now, and I 
honor them both. Ephe-
sians 6:2.
I called the area we lived 
in “Brock Bridge Reser-
vation” because when 
I go on a reservation to 
visit Native Americans, 
it looks a lot like how 
we lived, a large area 
across from the race-
track, where we could 
look through a fence and 
see beautiful racehors-
es. We had moved there 
from Riverdale out of a 
nice house. Before that, 
we lived in Branchville, 
and my mom lived in fear 
of the big power plant 
and of a gravel pit where 
huge trucks rumbled right 
next to the old house we 
lived in. Actually, it was a 
large room with a kitch-
en, a bedroom, and a 
wood-burning furnace. 
The Mennonite church 
had found this place for 
us.
 Papa volunteered in the 
Branchville Firehouse, 
where there were a lot 
of country and west-
ern dances and a lot of 
drinking. My Mom was 
already affiliated with the 
Mennonite church before

I was born. She had a lot 
of problems with my Dad 
drinking too much. She 
had a nervous break-
down and was hospital-
ized. This is when my 
anxiety attacks began. 
I know now that many 
dark spirits were trying 
to destroy us as a family. 
Already in the first grade, 
I was sensitive to the 
realm of the Spirit. One 
day, I looked in the fur-
nace and saw four men in 
white garments talking to 
each other. There was a 
fire going at that time, so 
it's very real. I believe that 
God was telling me that in 
spite of the problems go-
ing on at home, he was 
there with me through 
this fire.
In school, I could read 
very well, so I was al-
lowed to go to a different 
room to finger paint be-
cause I already knew my 
lessons. I only had one 
dress held together with 
safety pins, and shoes 
that were too tight and 
hurt so much. Once when 
we came home, my Mom 
had a bonfire going; she 
was burning “graven im-
ages”. She cut down our 
swing and burned my big 
doll that my Dad had giv-
en me. She tore colored 
pictures out of our little 
white zipper bibles and

burned them.
In school, I always felt 
like my heart was going 
to stop. One day, after the 
other little children left, 
I remained in my seat. 
As I looked at my teach-
er, she had a beautiful 
halo around her head. I 
kept staring at her until 
she said, “What's wrong, 
Madeline”? I went up to 
her desk and said, “My 
heart is going to stop”. 
She placed her hand on 
my chest and assured 
me by saying, “You're 
going to be OK”.
The Mennonite folks 
would bring us food bas-
kets and pick us up for 
church. When my mom 
was sick on different 
occasions, we would all 
go to different homes 
owned by Mennonites. I 
was sent to Pennsylva-
nia to live with the Buck-
walter’s in a big, clean, 
nice home. They showed 
me a beautiful room with 
pink curtains.
They did all they could, 
but I could not be com-
forted. I missed my dad 
so much. I kept asking 
them to tell him to call 
me, and when he finally 
did, I was excited to hear 
his voice. My siblings 
went to other homes. I 
didn't care how my par-
ents lived and acted; I 

just wanted to be home 
with my family. All chil-
dren just want to be with 
their parents, not adopt-
ed or in foster homes, or 
parents who divorced. 
In another instance, my 
sister and I had delirium 
when we were very sick. 
My sister would see the 
bedclothes rumpled and 
appear like waves, and 
I would have a terrible 
feeling like everything 
was really small. 
When my dad bent over 
to look at me, I saw the 
devil very clearly. Horri-
ble, twisted face, fangs, 
red eyes. I was scared, 
and I pulled the sheet 
up over my face. My 
dad said, “What's wrong, 
Madeline?” I said, “Noth-
ing”. How could I tell him 
of the horrible image I 
had seen? I realize now 
it was the alcohol drink-
ing that let me see the 
ugly spirit.
 I always knew that 
even before my adopt-
ed children came home 
from school and got off 
the bus, they were hav-
ing problems at school. 
Later, as they became 
teenagers, I could feel 
ungodly spirits trying to 
overtake them.
Once, while giving a cer-
tain man a ride to church,

and his people would rise 
up before Christ’s return, 
because that is what was 
going on then, and it is 
going on now, over 2025 
years later.

the spiritual counterfeits, 
the pride, the illusion of 
control.
I finally surrendered to 
the One I had always 
longed for, but never truly 
known.
And Jesus met me.
He didn’t shame me. He 
didn’t scold me for the 
paths I had wandered. He 
welcomed me like the Fa-
ther in the parable of the 
prodigal son. He washed 
me clean. He lifted the 
weight of deception, and 
He began the real work of 
restoration.
The cross healed what 
crystals, affirmations, 
and meditations never 
could. The Word of God 
began to renew my mind. 
The Holy Spirit brought 
peace to my nervous 
system. The presence of 
Christ restored my weary 
soul. For the first time in 
decades, I wasn’t striving 
for peace. I was receiving 
it.

That reconciliation be-
came the living proof of 
the gospel’s power in my 
life. It wasn’t just my heart 
that changed; it was our 
family. 
Now, everything I do is 
different.
I still coach leaders and 
professionals, but I no 
longer work from a place 
of performance. I coach 
from a place of peace. I 
help everyday Christians, 
overwhelmed profession-
als, and ministry leaders 
who feel stuck in anxiety, 
grief, trauma, burnout, or 
spiritual confusion.
I integrate biblical truth 
with brain science, not 
because science is the 
answer, but because it 
reveals the brilliance of 
God’s design. We are 
fearfully and wonderfully 
made. Our bodies car-
ry trauma. Our thoughts 
form patterns, but God’s 
Word rewires us, and His 
Spirit sets us free.
Jesus didn’t just forgive 
my sins. He redeemed 
my story. He restored 
my family. He renewed 
my mind. He healed my 
body. He gave me a min-
istry I never planned, but 
one I was born for.
I tried everything this 
world had to offer, and

I found the Truth in the 
only place it’s ever been, 
in Christ alone.
So if you’re tired… if 
you’re burned out… if 
your family is fractured 
or your mind is in tur-
moil… if you’ve wan-
dered into practices that 
seemed light-filled, but 
left you empty, Jesus is 
not angry with you.

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When I think about my 
journey with leukemia, 
God often brings me 
back to Exodus 17. Mo-
ses was leading the Is-
raelites through the des-
ert, and the people were 
complaining against him. 
Really, they were com-
plaining against God. 
They cried out, “Why 
did you bring us out of 
Egypt? You’re going to 
kill us. Our children are 
dying of thirst!”
Moses turned to God and 
said, “What should I do 
with these people?” And 
God told him to strike the 
rock, and water would 
come out for everyone. 
That story became alive 
to me, because I real-
ized how often we, too, 
“chide” with God in our 
own struggles. We cry 
out, “Why me? Why this 
sickness? Why now?” I 
know I did. When I was 
first diagnosed, I said, 
“Lord, what did I do to 
get leukemia? What sin 
brought this on me?”
The enemy is quick to pile 
on accusations—“You 
had a divorce, you yelled 
at your kids, you’ve made 
mistakes.” Satan will 
throw everything in the 
book at you. But some-
times you can’t pinpoint 
anything at all. You’re just 
left wondering and hurt-
ing. That’s when the Lord 
reminded me: stop look-
ing inward in condemna-
tion and start looking up-
ward to Him, the source 
of living water.
Later in Exodus 17, when 
the Amalekites came 
against Israel, Moses 
went up on the hill. When 
he raised his hands, Is-
rael prevailed. When his 
hands grew heavy and 
dropped, the enemy be-
gan to win. So Aaron and 
Hur came alongside and 
held up his arms until the 
sun went down, and Isra-
el had the victory.
That is such a picture of 
our fight of faith. When 
we keep our eyes on 
Jesus, lifting our hands 
in worship and trust, we 
prevail. But when we 
grow weary, the enemy 
presses in. Sometimes 
the armor feels heavy. 
Sometimes the trial feels 
too long. That’s when we 
need each other. Just like 
Aaron and Hur held up 
Moses’ arms, we need 
the body of Christ to hold 
us up when we are weak. 
I can’t tell you how many 
times I’ve needed my 
friends, my pastor, my 
family to help hold up my 
arms in this battle. 
The Diagnosis
 

from terminal cancer: “It 
is medically documented 
that people who fight are 
the ones who survive.” 
That resonated with me. 
Life is in the blood, and 
Jesus shed His precious 
blood on Calvary for me. 
My healing is not just 
wishful thinking—it is a 
blood-bought promise.
Second Timothy 4:7 
says, “I have fought the 
good fight, I have finished 
the race, I have kept the 
faith.” That became my 
verse. This fight is not 
about giving in to fear 
but pressing forward in 
faith, no matter what the 
symptoms or reports say.
Holding Up Each Oth-
er’s Arms
The Lord showed me the 
importance of staying 
connected to the body 
of Christ. When Moses 
grew weary, Aaron and 
Hur held up his arms. 
That’s what we need in 
the church today. We 
need to pray for each 
other, encourage one 
another, and sometimes 
literally hold each other 
up when the battle is too 
heavy.
Ephesians 4:16 says the 
whole body is joined to-
gether, and each part 
supplies strength. That 
means when I’m weak, 
you can hold me up. 
When you’re weak, I can 
hold you up. Together we 
prevail.
That’s why worship is so 
important. Psalm 22:3 
says, “God inhabits the 
praises of His people.” 
When we sing, when we 
worship, when we make 
melody in our hearts, 
strongholds break. Even 
in the hospital, Bob and 
I have found times to 
laugh in the face of ad-
versity. Joy is a weap-
on. The Bible says, “The 
joy of the Lord is your 
strength.” (Nehemiah 
8:10).
The Fight Continues
I still take treatments at 
times. I still have blood 
work done. The fight is 
ongoing. But I refuse 
to let cancer define me. 
Cancer is just a word, 
and the Word of God 
says every name must 
bow to the name of Je-
sus. That includes leuke-
mia.
Sometimes I tell Pastor 
Chuck, “If I dropped to 
the floor, I know you’d 
lay hands on me and I’d 
get back up!” I believe 
that with all my heart. 
I’ve told Bob many times, 
“This thing has to bow its 
knee.” And I will keep...

I was living in Vizcaya, 
enjoying life with Bob. 
We had parties, gather-
ings, a normal life. Then 
one day I felt suddenly 
weak. It came over me 
so quickly. I told Bob, “I 
think you better take me 
to the ER.”
After blood work, the 
doctors told me, “You’re 
a very sick young lady.” It 
turned out I had chronic 
myeloid leukemia—my 
white blood cells were 
multiplying out of con-
trol, while the red cells 
weren’t obeying. It was a 
shock. I had never dealt 
with anything like this be-
fore.
The journey that followed 
was filled with doctor vis-
its, blood tests, and hos-
pitals. I had one doctor 
who immediately gave 
me a negative report: 
“Your life will never be 
the same. Everything you 
used to enjoy, you won’t 
enjoy anymore.” She 
wanted painful proce-
dures done in her office, 
and when I refused, she 
grew angry with me.
Another doctor from In-
dia was very formal and 
cold. When I told him 
I was trusting God for 
healing, he said bluntly, 
“It’s not working.” That hit 
me hard. His words were 
filled with fear and hope-
lessness. He warned 
me of every possible 
outcome—losing my 
eye, losing a leg, having 
a stroke. After that, he 
hardly spoke to me, and 
I left his care.
But God was faithful. My 
primary doctor, a Chris-
tian, helped me find bet-
ter care. My daughter, a 
nurse practitioner, en-
couraged me. And step 
by step, I learned that 
this was not only a med-
ical battle but a fight of 
faith.
The Battle of Faith
I remember one day a 
dear friend asked me, 
“Madeline, are you re-
lying on Jesus to heal 
you, or are you relying 
on the test results?” That 
pierced me. I realized I 
had been watching the 
numbers on the paper 
more than I was looking 
to Jesus. Fear had crept 
in.
That’s where the bat-
tle comes in. Fear says, 
“You’re going to die.” 
Faith says, “You will live 
and not die and declare 
the works of the Lord.” 
(Psalm 118:17). I had to 
choose which voice I was 
going to listen to.
Dodie Osteen once wrote 
in her book about healing 

There’s coming a day 
when all the preaching 
will stop, all the sermons 
will be finished, all the 
prayer meetings will no 
longer be needed, and 
evangelism will be use-
less. It’s the day we en-
ter into eternity, the day 
when we go to heaven. 
On that day there is one 
thing that WON’T cease – 
in fact, that one thing will 
be done even more – and 
that one thing is praise 
and worship. That will 
never stop. 
Praise & worship are go-
ing on right now in Heav-
en. Day & night, night 
& day – worship arises 
because He is worthy of 
it all. In Psalm 150 & 34 
and  John 4, the revela-
tion of who God is and 
what God has done is 
the fuel for the fire of our 
worship. The devil wants 
you to think it’s only for 
Sunday, but we should 
be praising God every 
day of the week!  
The first reason to use 
worship as a weapon 
is that it shifts your fo-
cus and mindset. When 
we fix our eyes on our 
problems and struggles, 
our faith and sight are 
covered with clouds. But 
when we turn our atten-
tion to God, His omnipo-
tence and omnipresence 
drive back those clouds, 
and our problems look 
smaller. Our mind focus-
es on what we can’t do. 
But worship reminds us 
of what the Holy Spir-
it can do.  Worship is 
also a weapon because 
true worship trades your 
earthly perspective for a 
heavenly one. Worship 
helps you to zoom out 
from your circumstances 
and zoom in on God and 
eternity.  
PRAISE CHANGES YOUR 
CIRCUMSTANCES. 2 
Chronicles 20:15 The 
battle is not yours, but 
God’s. We must have the 
courage to face our trou-
bles, but also to know 
that we’re not going

alone, the Lord is with 
us!    PRAISE UNLEASH-
ES THE WORD. When we 
speak the Word in faith, 
claiming its promises, 
the power of the Word is 
unleashed. God Himself 
promises, Isaiah 55:11 
“My Word...will not return 
to Me empty but will ac-
complish what I desire 
and achieve the purpose 
for which I sent.” 
PRAISE CHANGES YOUR 
ENEMIES’ POSITION. 2 
Chronicles 20:22. As Je-
hoshaphat’s singers “be-
gan to sing and praise, 
the Lord set ambush-
es against the men of 
Ammon and Moab and 
Mount Seir who were in-
vading Judah, and they 
were defeated.” 
SUBMIT TO GOD, SATAN 
WILL FLEE. The third rea-
son to use worship as a 
weapon is that it drives 
Satan away.  Psalm 
22:3 tells us that God in-
habits the praises of His 
people. When you wor-
ship God, you invite the 
presence of God into the 
room and into your cir-
cumstances. And when 
God is present, Satan 
(and all of his spiritual at-
tacks) has no choice but 
to flee. 
In God’s throne room in 
Heaven, there is contin-
uous praise and worship. 
So when you worship 
God, you’re extend-
ing His heavenly king-
dom to your place on 
Earth. Satan obviously 
doesn’t want any part 
of that either. While it’s 
easy to believe that our 
troubles lie with other 
people and earthly cir-
cumstances,  Ephesians 
6:12  tells us otherwise: 
“For our struggle is not 
against flesh and blood, 
but against the rulers, 
against the authorities, 
against the rulers of the 
darkness of this world 
and against the spiritu-
al forces of evil in the 
heavenly realms.” Those 
“spiritual forces cannot

win spiritual battles in 
which God’s name is lift-
ed high and defiantly in 
worship.  
Worship is where the 
treasure is. When we 
worship, we enter into 
where God lives (Psalm 
22:3). When we lift OUR 
voice in worship, the dev-
il loses HIS voice. “The 
purpose of praise is that 
God would be glorified, 
the saints fortified, and 
the devil horrified.” Many 
Christians know worship 
is a spiritual weapon, 
but they don’t know how 
to use it. The Hebrew 
word “clap” in  Psalm 
47:1 means far more than 
just striking your hands 
together. It’s a weapon 
of warfare. Psalm 142:1-
2 Our singing, praising, 
and clapping weaponize 
our worship against the 
enemy.
PRAISE CHANGES THOSE 
AROUND YOU. Acts 
16:25-29 “About mid-
night, Paul and Silas 
were praying and singing 
hymns to God, and the 
other prisoners were lis-
tening to them. Sudden-
ly, there was such a vio-
lent earthquake that the 
foundations of the prison 
were shaken. At once, 
all the prison doors flew 
open, and everyone’s 
chains came loose. The 
jailer woke up... and was 
about to kill himself.... 
But Paul shouted, “Don’t 
harm yourself! We are all 
here!” The jailer...rushed 
in and fell trembling be-
fore Paul and Silas...and 
asked, “Sirs, what must I 
do to be saved?”  
OTHER PEOPLE ARE 
TRANSFORMED. As a 
result of Paul & Silas’ 
worship service, the jail-
er and his entire family 
were saved and bap-
tized. When other people 
see you worship in spite 
of your circumstances, it 
will persuade them that 
your God is so real they 
ought to consider becom-
ing His worshipers too!

ges are replaced with ra-
tioned digital credits, we 
will not have capitalism. 
We will have manage-
ment. Your income will 
not be earned. It will be 
assigned. And it will be 
programmable.
The same AI that writes 
your resume will decide if 
you are eligible for work. 
It will write your bank’s 
loan algorithm, determine 
your risk profile, flag your 
speech, scan your pur-
chases, and notify the 
authorities if you ask the 
wrong question.
We are not moving to-
ward economic collapse. 
We are moving toward 
economic captivity.
And in that new world, 
your moral stance will not 
just get you unfollowed. It 
will get you unbanked.
Revelation 13 describes 
a world where no one can 
buy or sell unless they 
conform. For the first time 
in human history, that 
control is no longer theo-
ry. It is code.
The Machines Cannot 
Redeem You.
AI will read the Bible to 
your children before you 
do. It will answer their 
prayers if you don’t. It 
will offer comfort. It will 
suggest sermons. It will 
shape their conscience.
But it cannot bleed.
It cannot atone.
It cannot stand in the 
courtroom of heaven and 
say, “I died in his place.”
Redemption is the word 
that terrifies the ma-
chines.
Because only one Man 
has ever bought what 
was lost.
He made you. You wan- 

Warehouse workers soon 
will follow. Retail clerks. 
Insurance processors. 
But now it is the lawyers. 
The architects. The ra-
diologists. The journal-
ists. The professors.
The C-suite is not safe 
either. The same execu-
tives who celebrated au-
tomation will soon hand 
over strategy to predic-
tive models that do not 
sleep or lie. They will lose 
the ability to act without 
permission from a sys-
tem that outthinks them. 
And when it becomes 
clear that AI is better at 
diplomacy, better at se-
curity, better at allocating 
resources, even presi-
dents will hand over the 
reins or fall behind other 
countries.
Not in one day. But day 
by day.
Already, policy decisions 
are being guided by data 
models no one fully un-
derstands. Already, lead-
ers are trailing behind 
machines that move fast-
er than morality.
A time is coming when no 
one will lead unless the 
machine allows it.
And most people will not 
mind.
Because they will be fed. 
Entertained. And praised 
for their compliance.
The Death of Capitalism, 
The Birth of Management
Don’t look for jackboots. 
Look for dashboards.
When labor no longer 
produces wages, and wa-

dered. He found you. He 
paid the price.
And now you are not your 
own. You were bought 
with blood.
The Christian is not a 
free-floating consumer. 
He is a blood-bought son 
of God. He is not man-
aged. He is known.
So don’t trade your re-
demption for conve-
nience. Don’t sell your 
conscience for compli-
ance.
The Son has set you free.
Sons, Not Slaves
We must reclaim the doc-
trine of Christian liberty 
before it is outlawed by al-
gorithm and forgotten by 
pulpits.
You may live as you 
please, provided:
• You do not disobey 
Scripture.  • You do not 
defy lawful authority.  
• You do not cripple your 
walk with Christ. • You do 
not cause another believ-
er to stumble.  • You do 
not harm Christ’s body.
• You do not hinder the 
gospel.  • You do all things 
to the glory of God.
This is not license. This is 
sonship.
No influencer may dictate 
your behavior. No tradi-
tion may bind your con-
science. No machine may 
decide your righteous-
ness. You live before the 
face of God.
Christian liberty is not 
about how far you can go. 
It is about how faithful-
ly you can walk. It is not 
about your preferences. It 
is about your priesthood.
The machines offer pref-
erences. God offers free-
dom.
The Conscience Cannot 

Down a gravel road in 
rural Missouri, the wind 
slips through cedar trees 
like a whispered warn-
ing. Pickup trucks roll 
into the gravel lot one 
by one. Hymnals are 
straightened. Prayers 
rise. The building creaks 
like an old barn in the 
cold.
Everything looks the 
same. But the air feels 
different. Like some 
thing is watching.

Artificial intelligence has 
arrived, and it did not 
knock. It has entered 
through every unlocked 
device, every app we 
trust, every term we ac-
cept without reading.

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Tuesday night deliver-
ance was intense! The 
message was powerful, 
and the anointing was 
strong. Throughout the 
message, I noticed brain 
fog, confusion, and fa-
tigue. It felt like I was 
drugged. I knew I would 
be sitting to receive 
prayer and not praying 
for others.

to leave. He commanded 
the power behind martial 
arts to go.
Bingo! Exposed! This 
spirit came out of me 
screaming, and instant-
ly, I was back to myself. 
As soon as it left, my first 
thought was, I still want 
to be able to defend my-
self.

enemy’s lie: karate isn’t 
my defender—Jesus 
Christ is.
Now here is the part 
many people need to 
hear!
I hadn’t practiced martial 
arts in 10 years.

Repentance is import-
ant, but it isn’t deliver-
ance. Sometimes deliv-
erance actually has to 
look like something! It 
has to look like it did in 
Bible days. All over the

New Testament, we read 
that demons convulsed 
and came out scream-
ing.
Am I embarrassed that 
this spirit did all of that 
while being exposed and 
cast out? ABSOLUTELY 
NOT! Why?
Because Tuesday, Au-
gust 26, 2025, was the 
day appointed by the 
Lord for me to be set 
free.
