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I want to tell you about a mir-
acle that happened to me, by 
one prayer, after I had the cor-
rect instructions about divine 
healing.
Everything we receive from 
God comes through His grace, 
by faith. I had multiple scle-
rosis for more than fifteen 
years. I could not walk around 
without stumbling and falling. 
Many times, I was in a wheel-
chair. I often broke my bones. 
But I firmly believed that the 
Lord was going to heal me. If 
there is no cure for an illness, 
humanly speaking, it does not 
matter—healing comes from 
God, and there is nothing im-
possible with Him (Luke 1:37).
My church did not teach divine 
healing, but my Bible does. So 
if your church does not teach 
you about divine healing, your 
Bible teaches it. Isaiah 53:5 
says, “With His stripes we are 
healed.” Hebrews 13:8 says, 
“Jesus Christ the same yester-
day, and today, and forever.” 
That verse became alive to 
me. I said to the Lord, “If Je-
sus is the same today, and You 
are no respecter of persons, 
and by His stripes we were 
healed—then this is for me.”
Faith comes by hearing, and 
hearing by the Word of God 
(Romans 10:17). I kept read-
ing the Word, but in the mean-
time, my condition kept getting 
worse. I became more and 
more paralyzed. One doctor 
told me the day would come 
when I would be completely 
blind. And so it was—the optic 
nerves were paralyzed, and I 
was totally blind. Then they 
told me that before 24 hours 
were over, I would be com-
pletely paralyzed—and so it 
was.
The ambulance came and took 
me to the hospital. On the way, 
I said to the boys who took me, 
“You forgot something.”
They said, “What did we for 
get, Gertrude?”
I said, “You didn’t bring my 
shoes.”
"Oh," they said, "What in the 
world is a paralyzed person 
going to do with shoes? You 
can't use them; you won't need 
them." I said, “Oh, I will need 
them. One of these days, the 
Lord is going to heal me, and I 
will need shoes to walk out of 
this hospital.”
I believed God would heal me, 
but I did not yet know how to 
appropriate my healing.
Many people came to pray for 
heard. Sometimes the answer

is delayed, but it is never denied. 
While I was in the hospital, I had 
three heart attacks and a stroke. 
They put me under an oxygen 
tent, and I would say to the Lord, 
“There is room for two—Jesus 
and me.” The nurse said, “Don’t 
talk.” But you don’t have to shout 
to Jesus. I would pray inside and 
feel His presence, and I knew 
the answer was on the way. My 
prayer was: “Lord, make me 
whole again. Not just better—
make me whole.”
Spiritual Preparation for Healing
The Lord began to deal with me 
concerning many things. I had 
worked in church for 25 years and 
thought I was doing well—but 
the Lord thought otherwise. He 
said, “Do you love your neighbor 
as yourself—all of them, all the 
time?” I said, “No, Lord, how can 
I when some I don’t even like?” 
He taught me to love through 
the love of Jesus Christ. He also 
dealt with me about doubt, fear, 
and unbelief—things I had nev-
er considered as sin. For three 
months, He searched my heart.
At last, I became completely 
paralyzed. I could do nothing 
but talk to Jesus. One day, they 
even covered me with a sheet, 
thinking I was gone, but I could 
still move one finger, so they saw 
I was alive and uncovered me. 
Faith Unmovable
Through it all, I kept asking vis-
itors, “Bring me some shoes.” 
No one would, because none 
of them believed I would ever 
walk. They didn’t know Christ 
as Healer.  I would say to them: 
"Bring me some shoes, for when 
the Lord heals me, I am going to 
need them."
One day, the head doctor came 
and said, “Gertrude, I want to...

As I grew under his care and at-
tended church faithfully, he be-
gan to notice God’s call on my 
life. One day, he said, “Ezekiel, I 
want to send you to Bible college 
so you can be trained for minis-
try.”
He kept his promise. I studied 
for three years and graduated, 
returning to begin ministry work. 
From a homeless orphan to a 
preacher of the Gospel — my life 
became living proof that grace 
can lift a man from the gutter to 
glory.
Redeemed to Rescue Others
Years later, while serving the 
Lord, He spoke clearly to my 
heart: “You were once on the 
street without hope. I sent some-
one to rescue you. Now you must 
go and do the same for others.”
That word birthed a new vision 
— to reach and care for street 
children and orphans. I shared 
this vision with my wife, and to-
gether we began ministering to 
them: feeding, clothing, educat-
ing, and teaching them the Word 
of God.
Street children often fall into 
crime, drugs, and violence be-
cause they have no guidance. 
Many die young. But when they 
meet Jesus, their lives change 
forever. Hope replaces despair, 
and purpose replaces pain.
Today, by God’s grace, our min-
istry continues to reach these 
children — bringing them from 
the streets into the arms of 
Christ. The same God who took 
me from the street now sends 
me back to the street — not to 
wander, but to rescue others.
I am living proof that no life is too 
broken for God to heal, restore, 
and use for His glory.

My name is Ezekiel Udoh, from 
the southern part of Nigeria. My 
life can be summed up by the 
words of the Apostle Paul in 1 
Corinthians 15:10 “But by the 
grace of God I am what I am.” 
Truly, my life is nothing but 
grace. 
I was born into a very poor fami-
ly in a rural village. Before I was 
born, my father told me that my 
mother had already given birth 
to five children, and every one 
of them died before reaching 
the age of two.
When my mother became preg-
nant with me, fear filled her 
heart. She decided to leave 
home and live in a little church 
in our village. She stayed there 
throughout her pregnancy, 
praying and trusting God for my 
life.
When I was born, the pastor — 
a prophet in that small church 
— took me in his arms, prayed 
over me, and told my mother to 
go home, saying, “All is well.” 
And truly, it was. I grew strong 
and healthy, breaking the curse 
that had claimed my siblings.
Later, my mother had three 
more children — two boys and 
one girl — and we became four 
in total. Having lost five before, 
she cherished us deeply. But 
when I was about nine, almost 
ten, tragedy struck again.
My mother developed a slight 
boil on her fingertip. Within two 
weeks, she passed away. Her 
sudden death broke my father’s 
heart. He remarried soon after, 
but our new stepmother was 
cruel. Instead of caring for us, 
she beat and mistreated us, 
often leaving us hungry and 
afraid.
At just ten years old, I could no 
longer bear it. I ran away from 
home and began living on the 
streets.
Life on the Streets
The street became my home. 
I lived among other homeless 
children, surviving on whatever 
we could find. We slept any-
where, ate from garbage bins, 
and begged to stay alive. There 
were no rules, no parents, no 
protection — only survival. It 
was a hopeless, dangerous life 
— but even there, God found 
me.
A Divine Appointment
A missionary pastor from Cam-
eroon came to our town to es-
tablish a church. Among the 
many street children, God led 
him to me. He took me into his 
home, treated me like his own 
child, and enrolled me in school.

Through the Holy Ghost, 
I am going to paint a pic-
ture of God’s love and 
the price that it cost Him 
to pay to redeem us from 
our sin.  By using a par-
able that Jesus spoke 
about in Matthew 13:44 
(NKJV) Again, the king-
dom of heaven is like 
treasure hidden in a field, 
which a man found and 
hid; and for joy over it he 
goes and sells all that he 
has and buys that field.
Jesus was comparing 
the Kingdom of Heaven 
to the treasure hidden in 
the field.  
If you think about it, 
back then it was com-
mon to hide treasure in 
the ground, since there 
wasn't widespread ac-
cess to modern bank 
vaults for keeping mon-
ey, jewelry, or whatever 
is valuable, safe.  Even 
today, there are peo-
ple who do not trust the 
banks and hide their 
treasure.

I said, 
“I don’t see myself lying 
here less than a human 
being.”
He said, “How do you 
see yourself?”
I said, “I see myself walk-
ing—with shoes on.”
He said, “I’m sorry I 
asked. That will never 
be. You will never be dif-
ferent from what you are 
now.”
I said, “According to you, 
I will never be different. 
But you have not con-
sidered my Lord. One of 
these days He is going to 
heal me, and I will walk 
with shoes on.”
He said, “That’s your 
imagination.”
No, it was faith. God had 
given me a faith-vision of 
myself walking.
The Divine Answer
Then one day, a woman 
came into my room. Her 
name was Beatrice. She 
said, “Do you believe 
that God can heal you,

and do you want me to 
pray?” I said yes to both. 
She said a short prayer 
and left.
As she was leaving the 
room, I heard an audi-
ble voice say, “I sent this 
woman to you.”
I was frantic, for I had no 
way of knowing what the 
woman looked like —I 
was blind. So I called the 
person in the next bed 
and asked them to call 
this woman. When she 
was by my bed, I said to 
her, "God spoke to me 
and said that He sent 
you to me."

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Many people who have 
an image of themselves 
as being in poor health 
will talk about poor 
health. Even though they 
may be in good health, 
even unto their death.
Proverbs 18: 21 confirms 
this. Death and life are in 
the power of the tongue, 
and they that love it shall 
eat the fruit thereof.
What you believe and 
speak not only affects 
your body but your im-
mune system as well. 
Your words become ei-
ther a blessing or a curse 
to you.
Jesus put it this way: a 
good man out of the good 
treasure of his heart 
brings forth that which 
is good, and an evil man 
out of the evil treasures 
of his heart brings forth 
that which is evil. For out 
of the abundance of the 
heart his mouth speaks. 
Luke 6: 45.
James 3 2 7 speaks 
about your own words 
changing your immune 
system for better or 
worse. And this is the 
language of health to 
your body. 
We believe there are 
some diseases that will 
never be cured unless 
people begin to speak 
the language of health 
that the body can un-
derstand. God's word 
is infused or engrafted 
into you by giving voice 
to his word with your 
own mouth. Remember, 
we said from your own 
mouth. 
This is what faith is all 
about.
We must continually af-
firm God's word in faith, 
which will build into your 
immune system a super-
natural anointing that is 
capable of eliminating 
sickness and disease in 
a natural manner.
Job 22: 28. Thou shalt 
decree a thing and it 
shall be established unto 
you, and the light shall 
shine upon thy ways.
Proverbs 18: 7. A fool's 
mouth is his destruc-
tion, and his lips are 
the snare of his soul. 
The soul is the body.
Mark 11: 23. For verily I 
say unto you, that who-
soever shall say unto 
this mountain be thou re-
moved and be thou cast 
into the sea, and shall 
not doubt in his heart, 
but shall believe that 
those things which he 
said shall come to pass, 
he shall have whatever 
he says. 
Notice here the use of 
the word say.
Proverbs 18:20-21. A 
man's belly shall be sat-
isfied with the fruit of his 
mouth, and with the in-
crease of his lips shall 
he be filled. Death and 
life are in the power of 
the tongue, and they that  
love it shall eat the fruit 
thereof.
Isaiah 57 19. I create the

fruit of the lips, peace, 
peace to him that is far 
off and to him that is 
near, saith the Lord, and 
I will heal him.
In the book of proverbs, 
there are 10 or more 
verses which speci-
fy that healing and our 
good life of immunity to 
disease is in the pow-
er of the tongue, that is 
what we say with our lips 
out loud so that we can 
hear it, and the devil can 
hear it.
The words we say 
have an effect on you 
and on your health.
Now, the next part of this 
study is very important! 
We need to hear this 
and apply it to our lives. 
In this manner, we will 
understand healing and 
how it is accomplished in 
our lives and in our bod-
ies.
God's word is perfect 
spiritual law. That's in 
Psalm 19: 7. It is su-
pernatural medicine. It 
works through the hu-
man spirit and is a spir-
itual cure, but like any 
other medicine, it must 
be applied on a regular 
basis. You must speak 
God's word to your indi-
vidual circumstance or 
situation. Someone else 
cannot do it for you. 
James 1:21 admonishes 
us to receive with meek-
ness the engrafted word, 
which is able to save 
your souls. Notice it says 
souls, which means your 
body, which you have 
right now.
Once the word of God is 
engrafted into your spirit, 
it produces results in the 
body as well. I'm talking 
about your spirit here, 
not the Holy Spirit. We 
need to understand that 
when we speak God's 
word into ourselves, in 
other words, speak it out 
into the atmosphere with 
our mouths and with our 
voice, it becomes en-
grafted into our spirit as 
we say it. The more we 
say it, the more it be-
comes solidified in our 
minds and in our hearts.
Jesus said, if ye abide in 
me and my words abide 
in you, you shall ask 
what you will and it shall 
be done unto you. John 
15:7.

When God's word be-
comes engrafted or in-
fused into your spirit, it 
has become a part of you. 
It cannot be separated 
from you! 
It is not only your thought 
and affirmation…it is you, 
the word made flesh in 
you. Then your flesh will 
reflect the life of that word 
which you spoke. When 
God's word concerning 
healing takes root in your 
flesh, it becomes greater 
than disease, and healing 
is the result.
This is very important! If 
we can understand what 
we are talking about to-
day in this study, you will 
understand how to be 
healed by and through the 
word, taking hold of your 
thoughts, and how your 
body is healed by Jesus 
as our faith and belief are 
built up.
Let's look at something 
else here. Let's look at 
faith.
We need to know, as 
Christians, who Jesus 
Christ is in reality and 
what he accomplished 
at the cross of Calvary. 
We need to get that into 
our system by constantly 
affirming this on a daily 
basis at a minimum. We 
need to study who Jesus 
is with a firm belief and 
know in our hearts who he 
is.
Well, who is Jesus? He is 
the Christ, the Messiah, 
the anointed one, the son 
of the living God, the one 
who redeemed us at Cal-
vary, the one who set us 
free.
We also need to know 
what He accomplished at 
the cross. What was that? 
At the cross, Jesus shed 
his blood for the forgive-
ness of our sin, our nat-
ural sin that we're born 
with, and all other sin. This 
includes past, present, 
and future sins which we 
commit after we're born 
again. We need to repent 
of these sins quickly on a 
daily basis so as to keep 
our righteousness in God 
in good standing all the 
time.
At the cross, Jesus took 
our place.

On October 12th, I went 
to bed but couldn’t sleep. 
Pain was welling up in 
my chest. Around mid-
night, I got up and sat 
in my recliner. Charlene 
came out and asked, 
“You all right?”
I said, “No, not really. My 
chest hurts.”
She said, “You want to 
go to the ER?”
I told her, “No, I’ll be 
fine.”
But by three o’clock, I 
said, “Baby Doll…” and 
before I could finish, 
she said, “I’m getting 
dressed.”
At 3 a.m. on October 13, 
we headed to the hospi-
tal. I woke our son Jor-
dan, told him what was 
happening, and he said, 
“I’m praying now.”
When you walk into 
an ER and say, “chest 
pains,” there’s no wait-
ing. They rolled me 
straight back, hooked 
up the EKG, took X-rays 
and bloodwork, then 
said, “We don’t see any 
heart issues—looks like 
gas.” They gave me 
Maalox and sent me 
home.
By 6 a.m., the pain 
had eased. I felt good 
enough to get my wagon 
and collect trash around 
the complex. Halfway 
through, that pain came 
back with a vengeance—

like an air hose inflating 
my chest. I barely made 
it to a place to sit down 
and started praying, 
“Lord, give me strength.”
When I got home and 
sat down, it felt like a 
boa constrictor around 
my chest—squeezing 
the life out of me. I cried, 
“Lord, if You’re not going 
to take this pain away, 
then take me home.”
But another thought 
came: You’ll leave Char-
lene all alone.
“No, Lord,” I said, “don’t 
take me home.”
Charlene asked, “You 
want to go back to the 
hospital?”

As they wheeled me by, 
Charlene was talking on 
the phone to Jordan. She 
saw me and said, “Oh 
my God, he’s so gray.” 
The nurses were running 
full speed with that gur-
ney. If they hadn’t gotten 
those stents in, I’d have 
died right there. Jordan 
said, “I’m on my way,” 
and thank God he came.
On the way to the Cath 
lab, bright ceiling lights 
flashed past like a mov-
ie scene. I prayed out 
loud—soft but steady—
and even heard worship 
music from The Joy FM.

Just take it easy.”
So I did. I cut my trash 
rounds from 5 days to 2, 
but I still walk 3 or 4 miles 
every day. I changed my 
eating habits, too. I used 
to eat junk—stuff that tast-
ed good but wasn’t good 
for me. I can’t blame the 
devil for that; I knew bet-
ter. Now I eat once a day 
and try to eat clean.
Now, here’s my question 
to you: was it modern 
medicine or a magnificent 
miracle that saved my life?  
It was a magnificent mira-
cle by the hand of God!
As they wheeled me out of 
the Cath lab to the ICU, I 
heard Jordan’s voice say, 
“Hey, love you, man.” That 
lifted my spirit more than 
he’ll ever know. Just hear-
ing a loved one’s voice in 
your darkest hour brings 
life. Like when Elizabeth 
told Mary, “The baby 
leaped in my womb at the 
sound of your voice.”

One artery was 100 per-
cent blocked; that’s the 
one they fixed, but two 
others were left partly 
blocked. I don’t accept 
that—I say my arter-
ies are open now! They 
placed two plastic stents, 
and when they finished, 
the pain began to ease.
The doctor warned, “Don’t 
move that wrist for 24 
hours.” They taped a 
board to it to remind me. 
I was covered in wires—
IVs, EKG leads, oxygen, 
blood-pressure cuff—you 
name it.
They took me to the ICU. 
My nurse, a kind Cuban 
fellow, came in, and I nick-
named him Bobba Lou. 
He smiled and said, “You 
almost died.”
I told him, “But God didn’t 
want me dead yet. That’s 
why I’m here.” Then I 
started witnessing to him. 
I asked if he believed in 
God. He said, “I know 
there’s a God, but I used 
to go to church.”
They wanted to keep me 
for a few days, but I said, 
“My wife’s a medical as-
sistant—she’ll observe 
me.” So they let me go 
home after 24 hours.
Now, when I came to 
church that next time, I 
was dancing during praise 
and worship. I half-ex-
pected Charlene to tell me 
to sit down, but she didn’t. 
The room was charged 
with energy—the Holy 
Spirit’s power like elec-
tricity. I felt like a Duracell 
battery plugged into heav-
en!

the treasure, the King-
dom of Heaven, was 
buried in the world.

purpose—to create 
books and content that 
inspire others to pursue 
Jesus in a real, intimate 
way.”

Confession of the word 
of God in faith calls for 
healing, which is already 
ours, but is not in manifes-
tation in our bodies at the 
moment. If you are taking 
medicine at the moment, 
mix it with faith.
I believe that by being 
taught properly and by 
practicing your faith, you 
can grow to a point where 
it will be a common thing 
for you to receive healing 
through the word of God. 
But it doesn't happen 
overnight.
It takes time to develop 
your faith, so if you have 
a life or death situation 
where the doctors say if 
you don't have an opera-
tion immediately, you will 
die - in other words, the 
disease has a head start 
on your faith - my advice 
would be to have the oper-
ation and believe God for 
a quick recovery.
It takes time to develop 
faith to operate in these 
principles, so don't let any-
one put you under con-
demnation for going to 
doctors or having an oper-
ation. In other words, op-
erate on your level of faith, 
but don't stay on that level 
forever. Continue in God's 
word until you develop 
faith in the healing pow-
er of God's word. God's

word is creative power. 
Confessing the word of 
God can also change 
your world. As he creat-
ed the world in the be-
ginning. It can change an 
image of sickness into 
an image of healing and 
health.
Operating in faith in this 
manner is not easy. It 
takes hard work, disci-
pline, and commitment. 
You cannot just rest and 
say it's good enough. 
You need to keep going 
and continue to confess 
the word audibly over 
your body two or three 
times a day. Confess it 
with authority. You don't 
need to confess it before 
other people because 
you're talking about your 
own health. This is be-
tween you and God!
One last thing. God said 
that his word would not 
return unto him void. We 
are to return his word by 
giving voice to it, and he 
will create the fruit of our 
lips. Confessing God's 
word is a way you can 
fellowship with the Lord 
and increase your faith 
at the same time. Let it 
become a habit with you, 
a daily habit. Take God's 
medicine on a daily ba-
sis, then God's word will 
be life to you and health 
to all your flesh.
++++

Growing up in New Or-
leans, Jessica Hebert 
was surrounded by cul-
ture, tradition, and faith. 
As a devoted Catholic, 
she knew religion well—
but when she became a 
mother, something in her 
heart shifted. “Having my 
son made me start truly 
seeking the Lord,” Jessica 
shares. “I wanted to know 
Him personally, not just 
know about Him.”
That search led her to 
a nondenominational 
church where she began 
a passionate pursuit of 
Jesus—one that would 
completely transform her 
life. What once felt like a 
life of desperation, lack of 
purpose, and uncertainty 
became a journey marked 
by joy, discipline, and di-
vine direction.
“God took me from no 
drive and no vision to be-
ing on fire for Him,” Jes-
sica says. “He gave me 

... born with that natural 
sin and have no choice 
but to receive it when 
we're born. As David 
said, we are conceived 
in sin. So we're born 
with that sin nature, and 
Jesus Christ went to the 
cross and paid the price 
that was demanded by 
a holy God, which is 
death. The penalty for 
sin is death, as it says in 
Leviticus. Well, we can't 
die for ourselves. If we 
did, we would be dead, 
and it would do no good 
for anybody. So God 
became man and took 
our place and paid that 
penalty so that we might 
have life, and we rose 
again with him.
Well, what's that got to 
do with healing? Good 
question.
It takes faith to acquire 
any of the benefits which 
Jesus provided at the 
cross. By him, all these 
benefits have already 
been provided. All we 
need to do is take advan-
tage of all these things 
by our faith, trust, and 
belief in him and who he 
is. And what he did at the 
cross for us.
The word of God creates 
an image in you that is 
already a reality in the 
spirit realm. When you 
speak God's word from 
your heart, then our faith 
gives substance to the 
promises of God. Your 
faith frames your world 
on a daily basis.
In the 1st chapter of Gen-
esis, you'll notice that ev-
ery time God spoke, cre-
ation took place! Words 
are the carriers of faith! 
The worlds were framed 
by the word of God. He-
brews 11:3.
Every time you speak

your faith, it creates a 
stronger image inside 
you. If it is healing you 
desire, the healing im-
age is created by God's 
word and your continual 
affirmation and agree-
ment with it. Eventually, 
that image will be perfect-
ed by the word of God, 
and you will begin to see 
yourself well. When the 
word is grafted into you, 
it infuses its life into you. 
Read John 6: 63, and Ro-
mans 8: 11.
 Remember now. We're 
talking about our words 
having to do with creating 
a healed body and immu-
nity. Let's look at Mark 
Chapter 5:25-28.
Here, the woman with 
the issue of blood said, 
If I may but touch his 
clothes, I shall be whole. 
She continued to speak 
until she saw herself well. 
The woman hoped to be 
healed as she pressed 
through that crowd.
Now look at the Amplified 
Bible and what it says 
about this. It says, for she 
kept saying, if I only touch 
his garments, I shall be 
restored to health. Look 
at those words. She-kept-
saying. Hope was her 
goal, but she didn't feel 
healed, and she didn't 
look healed. But she be-
gan filling her hope with 
faith-filled words. She 
said, I shall be restored to 
health. She said I shall be 
healed. I shall be...
I'm sure that her head 
said to her, when? Re-
member…12 years!! You 
don't look any better, 
you're not any better at 
all! 
Then she began to an-
swer her human reason-
ing by being very specific. 
She said, when I touch
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 Our job is to enforce it 
with faith and patience.
One word from Jesus 
changed thirty-eight 
years of disappointment 
in an instant. When he 
acted on that word, ev-
erything shifted.
Jesus is still asking the 
same question: “Do 
you want to be made 
whole?” He’s not asking 
if you deserve healing. 
He’s asking if you’ll be-
lieve again, if you’ll act 
on His Word.
Acting on the Word
Rise up in faith today. 
Speak to your body. 
Move something, even 
if it’s small. Refuse to 
accept sickness as your 
identity. Say out loud, 
“Jesus bore this for me. 
I refuse to carry it any 
longer.”
Each act of obedience 
releases divine power. 
The first motion of faith 
opens the door for the 
miracle to flow. Faith 
acts. Unbelief waits.
The Lesson for Us
To answer the question 
of why Jesus asked that 
man if he wanted to be 
made whole: it was to 
shake him from unbe-
lief. “Do you really want 
to be healed, or have 
you accepted this as 
your fate?”
Many of us today are 
in that same position. 
We’ve heard sermons, 
quoted scriptures, and 
waited for “the water 
to move.” Yet Jesus is 
right here, speaking di-
rectly to us: it produc-
es the same result—
wholeness.

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they no longer expect 
change. The mind builds 
defenses and excuses, 
and before long, being 
unwell becomes a part of 
one’s identity.
That’s why Jesus asked, 
“Do you want to be made 
whole?” He was trying to 
stir something that had 
gone dormant inside this 
man—the will to believe 
again.
The Trap of Complacency
The man had been in 
that condition for thir-
ty-eight years. The man’s 
response reveals where 
his focus had shifted. In-
stead of answering, “Yes, 
Lord, I want to be healed,” 
he said, “Sir, I have no 
man to put me into the 
pool when the water is 
stirred.” He believed in a 
process, not in a person. 
That’s how unbelief of-
ten works. The man’s 
faith had become tied 
to circumstances: 
Jesus came to break 
that cycle. His question 
forced the man to look 
away from the pool and 
look to the Savior.
The Paralysis of Excuses
We can be just like that 
man. Many believers sin-
cerely love God, yet re-
main bound by the same 
sickness or problem. 
They’ve prayed, rebuked 
the enemy, confessed 
the Word, and yet nothing 
seems to change. Even-
tually, discouragement 
convinces them that the 
symptoms are more real

The same choice faces 
every believer today.
The Power of Action
We often say we “be-
lieve,” but true belief pro-
duces an action. The man 
could have said, “Lord, I 
believe you,” yet stayed 
on the ground. That would 
not have been faith; it 
would have been mental 
agreement. When Jesus 
said, “Rise,” He was re-
leasing the power to do it. 
God’s Word always car-
ries the ability to perform 
what it commands. The 
man’s part was to take 
that first move. As he act-
ed, the power flowed. If 
he had waited until he felt 
strong, he’d still be lying 
there. The miracle began 
when he chose to act on 
the Word rather than his 
symptoms.
The Modern Parallel
This story perfectly mir-
rors the battle many face 
today. We pray for heal-
ing, speak scriptures, and 
command sickness to 
leave—but often there’s 
no corresponding action. 
We keep waiting to feel 
better before we act bet- 
ter. Yet faith moves first.
Jesus told the man 
to rise before he felt 
healed. Obedience pre-
ceded manifestation.
That’s where many of 
us miss it. We say we’re 
standing in faith, but our 
actions still agree with 
sickness. We cater to 
the symptoms, confess-
ing healing with our lips 
but reinforcing bondage 
with our behavior. Faith 
doesn’t ignore reality; it 
changes it.
Even small acts of faith 
matter. Move what you 

than God's promises.
“Fight the good fight of 
faith.” The battle isn’t  
against the symptoms—
it’s the fight to keep be-
lieving God’s Word when 
everything you feel, see, 
and hear tells you other-
wise. Faith answers back, 
“Jesus already bore my 
sicknesses and carried 
my pains. By His stripes 
I was healed.” The fight is 
to believe the word over 
the symptoms. 
Jesus Didn’t Argue—He 
Gave a Command
When the man poured 
out his excuses, Jesus 
didn’t engage the debate. 
He didn’t address the 
man’s unbelief or analyze 
his theology. He simply 
gave a command that re-
quired action: “Rise, take 
up your bed, and walk.”
That was the Word of 
God spoken directly to 
him. Jesus—the Living 
Word—a Rhema word, 
Notice that healing came 
when He acted.
Faith always demands 
action. “Faith without 
works is dead,” James 
2:26 says. The moment 
the man acted on Jesus’ 
word, strength entered 
his body. The Scripture 
says, “And immediate-
ly the man was made 
whole, and took up his 
bed and walked.”
He had a choice: remain 
where he was and keep 
believing the symptoms, 
or act on the Word and 
experience the miracle.

can. Take the step you’ve
been avoiding. Faith be-
gins with doing something 
that reflects that belief—
even if it’s just sitting up, 
stretching, or moving a 
small part of your body 
you were previously un-
able to. 
Jesus’ Question Still Stands
“Do you want to be made 
whole?” is asked  to every 
believer who has allowed 
disappointment to dull 
their expectation.He’s not 
condemning; He’s awak-
ening desire. Many have 
accepted sickness as 
permanent, thinking it’s 
their cross to bear or part 
of God’s plan. But Jesus 
never told anyone, “It’s 
not my will to heal you.” 
He healed all who came 
to Him.
The will of God has nev-
er changed. Healing is 
God’s will. Jesus bore 
our sicknesses just as He 
bore our sins. If He paid 
for it, then we have
a right to receive it.
The Real Fight of Faith
The greatest struggle is 
not against the disease, 
it’s against unbelief. 
The devil’s weapon is 
deception. He tries to 
convince you that God’s 
Word doesn’t work. But 
the Bible says, “If you can 
believe, all things are pos-
sible to him that believes.” 
(Mark 9:23). The enemy’s 
goal is to shift your focus 
from what Jesus has done 
to what your body feels.
Remember this: you 
are not fighting to get 
healed—you’re fighting to 
believe the word of God 
and what Jesus already 
accomplished. The victory 
was won at Calvary.

Today’s question is: Why 
did Jesus ask the man at 
the Pool of Bethesda if 
he wanted to be healed?
It almost sounds strange, 
doesn’t it? Why would 
Jesus ask something 
that seems so obvious? 
Surely everyone who’s 
sick wants to be well. 
Yet this question reveals 
something precise about 
the nature of faith, per-
sonal responsibility, and 
our willingness to act on 
God’s Word.
The Scene at Bethesda
Jesus sought out this 
man who had been ly-
ing there for thirty-eight 
years—afflicted, help-
less, and hopeless. Out 
of all those lying there, 
Jesus singled out one 
man. The Bible says in 
John 5:6, “When Jesus 
saw him lie, and knew 
that he had been now a 
long time in that case, he 
said unto him, ‘Wilt thou 
be made whole?’”
Jesus was not just 
asking about physical 
healing; He was con-
fronting the man’s will.
Why did Jesus Ask That?
At first glance, the ques-
tion seems unnecessary. 
Of course, the man want-
ed to be healed—why 
else would he be there? 
When God asks a ques-
tion, it’s not for His in-
for-mation—it’s for ours.
Sometimes people say 
they want healing, but 
they’ve become so used 
to their condition that

What if I had those hor-
rific side effects? You 
know what? Faith is over 
any medication. Amen. 
I know it was the Lord 
who said, Don't take that 
before I said anything. 
That's what came to my 
mind, and I said, Lord, I 
will obey by faith.
I'll go back and see him 
in a couple of weeks. So 
when he asks me about 
them,  I'll give him my 
testimony because he 
knows Cliff and me are 
Christians. I'll let him 
know. We spent $30 just 
to see what that was, but 
didn't take it, and God 
healed me the next day. 
Clifford said when she 
read the side effects to 
him, it sounded like a pill 
form of the COVID shot. 
That's what it sounded 
like to me.  I told her it's 
not a good idea to take 
that.
I don't care if we spend 
$30 on it. We got faith. 
The devil is subtle, and 
he thought he was go-
ing to trick me. But see, 
you've got to be strong. 
You’ve got to listen to the 
holy Spirit. Our message 
is the condition of the 
heart. Not just physically, 
but spiritually. The heart 
must be tuned in with the 
Lord. You’ve got to be 
discerning of what's go-
ing on around us. 
I finished my first week at

And Fri-
day's program was such 
an eye-opener of those 
women talking. I just 
never looked at it that 
way before.
So I'm walking down 
through the hallways with 
these kids, and they're all 
excited. They're seeing 
their parents. We're try-
ing to keep them in line.
