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A tragic aviation incident
involving Agape Flights,
a Christian  nonprofit
based at the Venice Mu-
nicipal Airport, has sent
shockwaves through the
faith and missions com-
munity—especially here
at home.

On the afternoon of Feb-
ruary 5, 2026, Agape
Flights lost contact with
one of its aircraft, an Em-
braer 110 Bandeirante
(tail number N316AF),
while it was flying over
the mountainous region
near Jérémie, Haiti. The
aircraft was on mission
service as part of Agape
Flights’ long-standing
work delivering supplies
and support to ministries
throughout Haiti, the Do-
minican Republic, Cuba,
and the Bahamas.
Agape Flights officials
confirmed that, after ra-
dar contact was lost,
an extensive overnight
search-and-rescue oper-
ation was launched. On
February 6, the aircraft
was located in the moun-
tains of Haiti. With deep
sorrow, the ministry an-
nounced that they do not
believe there were any
survivors.

A Ministry Built on Ser-
vice and Faith

Founded and headquar-
tered in Venice, Flori-
da, Agape Flights has
served for decades as a
lifeline for missionaries
and relief efforts across
the Caribbean. The min-
istry is widely known for
its rapid response during
natural disasters, includ-
ing earthquakes and hur-
ricanes, often reaching
remote areas that are
otherwise inaccessible.
This tragedy is especial-
ly close to home for our
region, as Agape Flights
operates less than an
hour from where He’s
Alive News is published
and distributed. Many lo-
cal churches, ministries,
and individuals have
partnered with or prayed

Agape Flights Responds
with Prayer and Trust in
God

In official communica-
tions, Agape Flights re-
quested prayer for the
pilots’ families and for
the entire Agape Flights
family during what they
described as an ‘“incred-
ibly difficult time.” They
also respectfully asked
for privacy as loved ones
navigate this season with
courage and grace.

In a video update released
on February 6, Agape
Flights leadership shared
that while the cause of the
aircraft's disappearance
is not yet known, the min-
istry is united in grief and
prayer. They emphasized
that even in sorrow, their
faith remains their anchor.
Leaders reaffirmed their
trust in God, quoting
Scripture and reminding
supporters that although
His ways are not always
understood, He remains
faithful. They stressed
that names and addi-
tional details are being
withheld out of respect
for the families and for
privacy  considerations.
Local Operations Paused
for Prayer

According to Agape repre-
sentatives, the team at the
Venice operations cen-
ter gathered together in
prayer as they processed
the news. Ministry leaders
expressed gratitude for
the outpouring of support
and emphasized the need
for prayer during this time.
Their message to support-
ers was clear: trustin God,
stand together, and contin-
ue lifting the families and
ministry before the Lord.

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Nipah Virus: Should We Be Afraid?

What you need to know about the Nipah Virus from a Believer's Perspective

In recent years, reports
of emerging viruses have
become common in glob-
al news cycles. One virus
that occasionally appears

in international health
reports is the Nipah vi-
rus. While awareness is
wise, fear is not. As be-
lievers, we are called to
be informed—but firmly

grounded in faith and
covenant truth, never
fear.

What Is the Nipah Vi-
rus?

The Nipah virus is a rare
but serious viral illness
first identified in the late
1990s. ltis classified as a
zoonotic virus, meaning it
can be transmitted from
animals to humans.

The virus is most com-
monly associated with
fruit bats, which are con-
sidered its natural host.
Transmission to humans
has occurred through:
*Direct contact with in-
fected animals
*Consumption of food
contaminated by infected
animals

*Close contact with in-
fected individuals in cer-
tain settings

Outbreaks have been
limited geographically
and do not spread eas-
ily through casual con-
tact. While symptoms
can include fever, respi-
ratory issues, or neuro-
logical complications,
outbreaks have histori-
cally been localized and
containable.
