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COFFEYVILLE, Kan., Nov. 
12, 2025 /Christian News-
wire/ — A remarkable conver-
gence unfolded in Coffeyville, 
Kansas, as international 
Pentecostal leaders—invited 
by Pentecostal revivalist Dr. 
James F. Linzey—gathered 
in a city long marked by pro-
phetic words, revival history, 
and divine assignment. On 
Saturday, November 8, 2025, 
just days before Veterans Day, 
the community welcomed Dr. 
Wonsuk Ma and Dr. Julie Ma 
of Oral Roberts University, 
global voices in Pentecostal 
scholarship whose ministry re-
kindled a century-old prophetic 
flame tied to Coffeyville.
A City Marked for Outpouring 
Since the Early 1900s
Few realize that Coffeyville 
stood at a crossroads of ear-
ly Pentecostalism, linked both 
geographically and spiritual-
ly to the Topeka Outpouring 
of 1901, the birthplace of the 
modern Pentecostal Move-
ment.
A century ago, P. C. Nelson—
the renowned Pentecostal 
theologian and foundational 
Assemblies of God leader—
held revivals throughout Cof-
feyville and the surrounding re-
gion. He also ministered at the 
Pentecostal church pastored 
by Rev. F. L. Doyle, step-grand-
father of Chaplain (MAJ) 
James F. Linzey, USA (Ret.). 
That congregation eventually 
became the Assembly of God 
Church of Coffeyville. After the 
death of Franklin Hall’s father, 
Carey F. Hall, his mother, Alice 
(Hart) Hall, later married Rev.

Doyle following the passing of 
his wife.
Dr. Nelson and his ministry team 
regularly stopped at the Hall/
Doyle family home at 1407 W. 
Eighth Street on their return trips 
to Southwestern Bible School 
in Enid, Oklahoma (now Nelson 
University in Waxahachie, Tex-
as). Around the kitchen table, 
they shared testimonies of sal-
vations, healings, and baptisms 
in the Holy Spirit from revival 
meetings in the town and across 
southeast Kansas.
Coffeyville was also the home-
town of Linzey’s uncle, Franklin 
Hall, one of the most influential 
American Pentecostal revivalists 
of the mid-20th century. Under 
Hall’s ministry sat Kathryn Kuhl-
man and William Branham. His 
groundbreaking book ‘Atomic 
Power with God Through Prayer 
and Fasting’ shaped the minis-
tries of Oral Roberts, A. A. Allen, 
T. L. Osborne, and many others.
Hall later conducted a ‘Hallelu-
jah Parade’ with Aimee Semple 
McPherson in San Diego, where 
he founded Miracle Temple—his 
base for nationwide evangelistic 
crusades.
These early connections reveal 
Coffeyville’s often-overlooked 
role in shaping international re-
vival currents.
Prophetic Words Over Coffeyville: 
Oral Roberts, Kenneth  Cope-
land, Julius White, and Others
Coffeyville’s spiritual assignment 
has been affirmed repeatedly by 
international prophetic voices.
While flying over Coffeyville, 
Oral Roberts pointed to the land 
below and said:
Right there! A mighty move of 

in Coffeyville, a historic center of 
Pentecostalism and birthplace of 
Pentecostal generals Rev. Frank-
lin Hall and Dr. Verna Hall Linzey. 
Dr. Wonsuk Ma previously dis-
tributed 3,000 copies of Dr. Ver-
na Linzey’s book ‘The Baptism 
with the Holy Spirit’ to 100 Bible 
schools and colleges in the Far 
East, where it became a standard 
text.
When Dr. Jim Linzey sent the 
pre-publication manuscript to Dr. 
Yonggi Cho, then pastor of the 
world’s largest church in Seoul, 
South Korea, requesting an en-
dorsement on behalf of his moth-
er, Dr. Cho entrusted the task to 
Dr. Samwhan Kim. Dr. Kim not 
only read and endorsed the book, 
but later translated Dr. Cho’s key-
note address for the 2006 Cen-
tennial of the Pentecostal Move-
ment in Los Angeles. According to 
long-standing accounts, Dr. Cho’s 
centennial message appeared to 
closely follow Dr. Verna Linzey’s 
teaching in the book on ‘allos 
parakletos’ versus ‘eteros parak-
letos’—a recorded and preserved 
message seldom mentioned ex-
cept by these two leaders who 
shared this remarkable connec-
tion. The Linzeys were present 
that evening, humbled and hon-
ored by the possibility that Verna 
Linzey’s work had influenced Dr. 
Cho’s thinking and, through him, 
impacted the global church.
It was into this atmosphere of pro-
phetic history that Drs. Wonsuk 
and Julie Ma ministered. Dr. Won-
suk Ma, Dean of Oral Roberts Uni-
versity and former Director of the 
Oxford Centre for Mission Studies 
in the United Kingdom, is...

the Holy Spirit will take place.
About thirty years ago, at a Be-
lievers’ Convention in Kansas 
City, Kenneth Copeland issued 
a public prophecy:
Coffeyville, Coffeyville! Like 
the days of the Topeka Revival 
and the Azusa Street Revival, 
so shall the same outpouring 
of the Holy Spirit fall upon Cof-
feyville, Kansas. Watch! For the 
City of Coffeyville will be known 
for its great outpouring, just as 
in the days of the Azusa Street 
outpouring.
On July 21, 2024, at Spirit Life 
Church in Tulsa, Oklahoma, Ju-
lius White prophesied:
There’s a revival coming… 
to Tulsa, Oklahoma… to Cof-
feyville, Kansas… to Indepen-
dence, Kansas… southeast 
Kansas, northeastern Oklaho-
ma. The Lord’s army is rising. In 
the name of Jesus!
And in 2023, the late Rev. 
James Feltner, former pastor of 
Emanuel Chapel in South Cof-
feyville, recalled:
I saw this revival in Coffeyville 
and the surrounding region in a 
prophetic dream in 1964 when I 
was 17 years old, living in Day 
ton, Ohio.
Feltner initiated a calling of all 
the pastors of Coffeyville to 
work and worship together with 
this goal in mind. Signs and 
wonders were documented and 
reported by Linzey.
ORU Pentecostal Leaders Step 
into the Prophetic Stream
For three consecutive years, 
professors from Oral Roberts 
University—Dr. Mark Hall, Dr. 
Bill Lyons, Dr. Julie Ma, and Dr. 
Wonsuk Ma—have ministered
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Luke 1:31. “And behold, 
you shall conceive in 
your womb and bring 
forth a son, and shall call 
his name Jesus...”
Luke 1:46. And Mary 
said, “My soul does mag-
nify the Lord.” She mag-
nified the Lord, while the 
Catholic Church errone-
ously magnifies her.
Verse 47. “And my spirit 
has rejoiced in God my 
savior.” This disproves 
the theory of the Immac-
ulate Conception (the 
total absence of original 
sin in Mary). God was 
her savior. So, she must 
have been a sinner in 
order to be saved. The 
scripture says all have 
sinned. Romans 3:23.
Verse 48. “For he has 
regarded the low estate 
of his handmaiden (hu-
mility). For behold from 
henceforth all genera-

tions shall call me bless-
ed.” The word blessed is 
a single syllable here and 
simply means a recipient 
of grace.
Verse 49. “For he who is 
mighty has done to me 
great things, and holy 
is his name.” Holy is the 
essence of his being and 
speaks of God the Father.
Verse 50. “And his mercy 
is on them who fear him 
from generation to gener-
ation.” Mercy is extended 
to those who truly revere, 
that is, respect him.
Verse 51. “He has showed 
strength with his arm.” 
This proclaims the power 
of God in the manner in 
which it is used. “He has 
scattered the proud and 
the imagination of their 
hearts.” This proclaims 
the Messianic reversal of 
man's conception of what 
is great and little.

Verse 52. “He has put 
down the mighty from 
their seats and exalted 
them of low degree.” The 
Lord ignored the proud 
self-exaltation of the re-
ligious elite of Israel and 
showered his attention 
on a little handmaiden.
Verse 53. “He has filled 
the hungry with good 
things.” This concerns 
those who hunger and 
thirst after righteous-
ness, Matthew 5:6. “And 
the rich he has sent emp-
ty away.” This refers to 
those who claim to be 
rich and increased with 
goods and have need of 
nothing. Revelation 3:17.
Verse 54. “He has helped 
his servant Israel in re-
membrance of his mer-
cy.” Regrettably, Israel 
didn't want his help or his 
mercy.
Verse 55. “…as he spoke

to our fathers to Abraham 
and to his seed forever.” 
Mary's song opens with 
magnifying the Lord and 
closes with the promises 
of God being remem-
bered forever.
Verse 56 “And Mary 
abode with her (Eliza-
beth) about three months 
and returned to her own 
house.” Every indication 
is that Joseph and Mary 
were married immediate-
ly after the appearance 
of the Angel Gabriel. 
Matthew 1:18-25.
(Some comments from 
The Expositor’s Study

Event organizer Dr. 
James F. Linzey—grad-
uate of the Billy Graham 
School of Evangelism, 
Fuller Theological Semi-
nary, and matriculated in 
Advanced Greek at West-
minster Theological Sem-
inary—reflected:
Coffeyville has carried a 
spiritual assignment for 
more than a century. The 
Mas’ presence brought 
prophetic confirmation 
that God is still watch-
ing this city and that He 
still uses small towns 
to shape international 
movements.

He added: God called 
me to Coffeyville—home 
of my mother’s clan. I 
came in 2021, praying 
for revival here and envi-
sioning it. Over the past 
few years, I have been 
digging up the wells of 
Pentecostal revival here, 
backed by the prayers of 
many saints.
Local media and commu-
nity participants sensed 
that this year’s gathering 
was more than a cere-
mony; it was a signpost, 
pointing toward the un-
folding of long-spoken 
prophetic words over 
southeast Kansas.

Dr. James F. Linzey, 
who inherited and now 
faithfully stewards the 
intellectual property of 
his parents, Captain 
Stanford E. Linzey, Jr., 
CHC, USN (Ret.) and 
Dr. Verna Hall Linzey, is 
writing the first compre-
hensive history of Pente-
costalism in Coffeyville, 
drawing upon archival 
research and family eye-
witness accounts dating 
back to the 1920s. He 
is a revivalist, evange-
list, singer, songwriter, 
recording artist, author, 
and retired military chap-
lain. Linzey serves as 
chief editor of the Mod-
ern English Version. His

This is a book with a mes-
sage.

Arlyn Kennedy went to the 
dentist for a routine clean-
ing and checkup. During 
the visit, a discolored 
tooth was noticed on the 
front bottom of her teeth. 
X-rays were taken, and 
the dentist said it “looked 
bad.” They told her there 
appeared to be a growth 
under the tooth and that 
it could possibly be can-
cer.

ORLANDO, FL – As part 
of the 23rd annual Friend 
or Foe Christmas Cam-
paign, Liberty Counsel 
released its Naughty and 
Nice List that catalogs 
some of the stores that 
are censoring Christmas 
and some that are pub-
licly celebrating it.
The Friend or Foe Christ-
mas Campaign is de-
signed to educate and, 
when necessary, litigate 
to ensure religious view-
points are not censored 
from Christmas and holi-
day themes.
For decades, the debate 
over whether business-
es and people in the 
public square should 
say “Merry Christmas” or 
the more neutral “Hap-
py Holidays” resurfaces 
each season. A 2024 
You.gov survey found 
that about 65 percent of 

adults prefer “Merry 
Christmas” greetings 
over “Happy Holidays,” 
a similar result from a 
2022 Monmouth poll that 
found a 61 percent ma-
jority preferring “Merry 
Christmas.”
For the last 23 years, 
Liberty Counsel has 
been evaluating certain 
retailers and how they 
approach the Christmas 
season through their on-
line holiday marketing 
campaigns. While many 
retailers consistently ac-
knowledge Christmas by 
using the word “Christ-
mas” prominently and 
often, many others tend 
to avoid the word entirely 
and sanitize their web-
sites with holiday-neutral 
greetings and generic 
gift titles.
Years ago, Walmart had 
banned its employees

from even responding 
with the phrase “Mer-
ry Christmas.” Now the 
company is consistent-
ly on the “Nice List” by 
embracing the Christ-
mas season. Two years 
ago, Target was on the 
Naughty List for going 
“all in” on woke “pride” 
decorations that mocked 
the Christmas holiday. 
However, the depart-
ment store has earned a 
spot on the Nice List for 
the second year in a row 
by selling items that cel-
ebrate Christmas. One 
company on the 2024 
Naughty List moved to 
the Nice List this year—
Best Buy—for offering 
many “Christmas” prod-
ucts in its online store. 
Thankfully, many other 
companies continue to 
acknowledge Christ’s 
birth during the season.

additional firsthand insight.
Willie explained that Johnny grew 
up in the Palmetto/Bradenton area 
and had a rough reputation before 
salvation. “He wasn’t a man to be 
played with,” Willie said. “He was 
dangerous back then. But God 
gloriously saved him.”
Johnny later became a profes-
sional painter, and together with 
his wife Daphne, he went on to 
purchase the plaza. After his con-
version, he became an elder at 
his church and grew into a devot-
ed man of God. Willie also shared 
that he believes Johnny gave his 
life to Jesus while he was in jail—
and from that point forward, he 
was “on fire for God.”
Johnny and his wife began hold-
ing Friday night Bible studies in 
their home, drawing many people 
in the community. He preached, 
ministered, and even held street 
services, boldly sharing the Gos-
pel. The same man who once 
wandered barefoot through life 
under the control of addiction be-
came a bold servant of the Lord, 
bringing others into the Kingdom.
And perhaps most important of 
all—Johnny used his restored 
life to help others find their way. 
He also served faithfully in his lo-
cal church, The Family Church at 
Christian Retreat. Willie informed 
me he was an Elder there.
Johnny Barnes is now with 
the Lord, but his testimony still 
speaks.
This story is living proof that no 
one is too far gone for God. Men-
tal illness, homelessness, addic-
tion, prison—none of it is stronger 
than the saving, healing, restoring 
power of Jesus Christ.

A He’s Alive Feature testimony 
as told by Pastor Chuck Kenne-
dy, publisher
More than twenty years ago, 
I had the privilege of meeting 
a man named John “Johnny” 
Barnes through ministry out-
reach in Bradenton. I only knew 
Johnny through ministry, but 
what a lasting impact he made 
on my life and on this community. 
Johnny was the one who intro-
duced me to Wendell Wilson, the 
now-deceased founder of Loving 
Hands Ministry. Through that in-
troduction, Johnny opened the 
door for me to begin ministering 
to young men at Loving Hands—
something I am still doing today, 
more than two decades later. 
His influence continues to ripple 
through lives even now.
I once heard Johnny share his 
testimony with the men at Loving 
Hands, and it was unforgettable.
Before he met Jesus, Johnny 
had fallen into deep mental in-
stability and homelessness. So 
severe was his condition that 
the government had medicated 
him and ultimately declared him 
incurable—written off as beyond 
hope. He lived under the via-
ducts of Bradenton, homeless, 
mentally unstable, and hopeless 
by every human assessment. 
The medications could not re-
store him. Society had given up 
on him.
But God had not.
Johnny encountered Jesus 
Christ, repented of his sin, and 
received salvation. From that 
moment forward, something su-
pernatural began to happen. His 
mind began to heal. Over time, 
God restored his sound mind ex-
actly as the Scriptures promise. 
He was delivered from life on the 
streets, freed from drugs, and 
transformed into a completely 
different man.
So real was this transformation 
that Johnny eventually became 
a respected businessman, even 
purchasing a plaza in Bradenton. 
The man once labeled “unsal-
vageable” became a living mir-
acle of redemption, stability, and 
provision.
