I have an eyewitness account 
because I was there. I wit-
nessed it. I saw it with my own 
eyes. This is not hearsay — I 
was present.
Back in 2010, when I attended 
the Institute of Ministry (IOM) 
at Christian Retreat in Braden-
ton, there was a girl in our class 
named Kathy. IOM is a ten-
week course, and Kathy had 
come knowing she had been 
given only two weeks to live.
She said that in those last two 
weeks, she wanted to devote 
herself completely to God.
Kathy had cancer throughout 
her body. Her organs were 
shutting down. She was in ter-
rible condition. But every week, 
she came to class.
As the weeks went on, they 
had to begin strapping her into 
her wheelchair because she 
could no longer hold her body 
upright. Still, every week, she 
came. Hallelujah.
We passed the two-week 
mark. Then three weeks. Then 
a full month. Then the second 
month. Hallelujah! She was 
still declining physically. Her 
body was failing. Things were 
happening internally that were 
visibly affecting her. Yet she re-
mained faithful.
Graduation time came. They 
wheeled her out, and by then

she had pillows surrounding 
her body, belts strapped around 
her, and supports at her shoul-
ders to help hold her head up.
That Saturday, a pastor named 
Dr. Nasir Siddiki, who had a 
healing ministry, came to min-
ister. He gave an altar call 
for healing. Kathy had previ-
ously gone forward for prayer 
many times — whenever min-
isters came, including well-
known healing evangelists. 
She always went up for prayer. 
But nothing had changed.
This time, her parents were 
present. They had been told to 
come because of her condition.
Kathy prayed and said, “Lord, 
if my father receives the gift of 
tongues, I will go up for heal-
ing.”
Her father had never embraced 
that gift before. But suddenly, 
he stood up, went forward, and 
began speaking in tongues.
Kathy kept her promise to God 
and said, “Wheel me down.”
I will be transparent — as I sat 
there, I thought, “Why both-
er?” Looking at her condition, 
I struggled to believe anything 
would change.
But a fellow student, Daniel 
(who later became my hus-
band) jumped up and began 
cheering her on like at an ath-
letic event.

A 13-year-old girl
committed suicide
after watching a film 
whose actor had 
recently commit-
ted suicide. My 
heart was broken 
into pieces when
I read about this 
in the Newspaper.
While I was pray-
ing in the sweet, comforting 
presence of Jesus. Loving 
Living Jesus said that He 
is concerned about the 
growing number of suicide 
cases and told me to write 
the truth about suicide and 
to send it to all my contacts 
across India & around the 
world. So that people can 
be saved from committing 
suicide.
There is a well-known 
bridge in San Francisco, 
the Golden Gate Bridge. 
Over the years, many trag-
ic stories have been as-
sociated with that place. 
One account, which has 
circulated widely and has 
even been referenced 
in publications such as 
Reader's Digest, tells of a 
young woman who, in de-
spair over conflict with her 
parents, jumped from the 
bridge. Her life was lost in 
a moment of deep emotion 
and hopelessness.
Whether or not every de-
tail of such stories can 
be verified, the message 
they attempt to convey is 
clear: decisions made in 
moments of despair carry 
permanent consequences.
Scripture reminds us in 
Job 14:5 that our days are 
appointed by God. Every

man and woman has a time 
determined by the Lord. Life 
is not something to throw 
away in a moment of pain, 
because God is the giver of 
life and holds our times in 
His hands.
While some retellings of 
tragic events suggest that 
those who take their lives 
remain bound to this earth, 
we affirm what the Bible 
clearly teaches: when a 
person leaves this life, they 
immediately enter eterni-
ty. Hebrews 9:27 tells us, 
“It is appointed unto men 
once to die, but after this 
the judgment.” There is no 
returning, no unfinished 
earthly wandering—only 
the solemn reality of stand-
ing before God.
That is why suicide is not a 
solution to suffering. It does 
not solve pain, restore re-
lationships, or rewrite cir-
cumstances. Instead, it 
cuts short the years God 
may yet have purposed for 
growth, reconciliation, and 
blessing.
If you are facing over-
whelming problems, do not 
make a permanent decision 
based on a temporary trial. 
Cry out to God. Seek help. 
Speak with a pastor, a trus-

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Every spring, the world 
sees images of rabbits, 
baskets of colored eggs, 
candy, and the celebration 
commonly called “Eas-
ter.” Yet for Bible-believing 
Christians, the most sa-
cred event being remem-
bered is the resurrection 
of Jesus Christ from the 
dead— when Christ de-
feated sin, death, hell, and 
the grave forever.
This raises an important 
and serious question for 
believers:
How did rabbits, eggs, 
and pagan spring cus-
toms become associat-
ed with the holiest cele-
bration in the Christian 
faith?
For those who confess 
Jesus Christ as Lord, this 
is not simply a matter of 
tradition or culture. It is a 
matter of honoring God in 
truth.
The Biblical Celebration: 
Resurrection Day
The Bible teaches clear-
ly that Jesus Christ was 
crucified, buried, and rose 
again on the third day. This 
is the foundation of the 
Gospel.
Because Jesus lives, be-
lievers have forgiveness 
of sins and the promise of 
eternal life.
This is why many Chris-
tians call this day Resur-
rection Day rather than 
“Easter.” The focus should 
be entirely on Christ’s vic-
tory over death.
The resurrection is not a 
seasonal tradition—it is 
the greatest miracle in his-
tory and the center of the 
Christian faith.
The Origin of the Word 
“Easter”
The word “Easter” itself 
does not come from the 
original Greek or Hebrew 
Scriptures. The New Tes-
tament word used for the 
time of Christ’s crucifixion 
and resurrection is Pass-
over (Greek: pascha).
The English term “Easter” 
is historically connected 
with the name of a pagan

"Passover," not "Easter".
Modern translations cor-
rectly render it as Pass 
over.
Therefore, the use of the 
word “Easter” in that verse 
does not provide a biblical 
foundation for the term.
Honoring the Risen 
Christ
The resurrection of Jesus 
Christ deserves to be hon-
ored in purity and truth.
It is the day we remember 
that:

For this reason, as a Chris-
tian, from this point for-
ward, prayerfully consider 
celebrating Resurrection 
Day as a day focused en-
tirely on worship, thanks-
giving, and proclaiming the 
victory of the risen Lord.
A Final Thought

calls us to worship God in 
spirit and in truth.
As Resurrection Day ap-
proaches this April, may 
our hearts turn fully toward 
the One who walked out of 
the tomb alive forevermore.

A Serious Question for 
Christians
For those who profess 
Jesus Christ as Lord, it is 
important to ask whether 
practices rooted in pagan 
fertility worship belong 
anywhere in the celebra-
tion of the resurrection of 
the Son of God.
The resurrection of Christ 
is the most sacred mo-
ment in the Christian 
faith. Scripture repeated-
ly warns believers not to 
mix the worship of the true 
God with pagan practices.
God’s people are called to 
be separate and holy.
For this reason, many be-
lievers have chosen to 
completely remove the 
symbols of rabbits, eggs, 
and other traditions from 
their observance and in-
stead focus fully on the 
risen Savior.
The KJV Translation in 
Acts 12:4
Some people point to the 
King James Version of 
the Bible, where Acts 
12:4 uses the word “Eas-
ter.” However, Bible schol-
ars widely recognize that 
this is a translation error.
The Greek word used in 
that passage is pascha, 
which correctly means 

spring deity called Eostre 
(also spelled Eastre or Os-
tara). This connection was 
recorded by the early En-
glish historian Bede, who 
described a spring festival 
dedicated to this goddess.
Ancient fertility religions of-
ten centered on themes of 
reproduction, sensuality, 
and nature worship. These 
rituals were connected to 
immoral practices that the 
Bible strongly condemns. 
For believers who desire 
to walk in holiness before 
God, such associations 
should never be blended 
with the worship of Christ.
Over time, as Christiani-
ty spread through Europe, 
many pagan customs were 
incorporated into cultural 
celebrations, and the name 
“Easter” came to be asso-
ciated with the commemo-
ration of Christ’s resurrec-
tion in English-speaking 
regions.
However, many Christians 
today are choosing to re-
ject that name and instead 
honor the day as Resur-
rection Day, keeping the 
focus completely on Jesus.
Rabbits and Eggs: Sym-
bols of Pagan Fertility
Two of the most recogniz-
able symbols of modern 
Easter celebrations are 
rabbits and eggs.
Neither appears anywhere 
in the biblical account of 
Christ’s resurrection. Nei-
ther do rabbits lay eggs!
Historically, both rabbits 
and eggs were ancient 
symbols connected with 
fertility and reproduction 
in pagan spring festivals. 
Because rabbits reproduce 
rapidly, they were often 
used as symbols of fertility. 
Eggs likewise symbolized 
new life in nature worship 
traditions.
In later centuries, these 
symbols were incorporated 
into European spring festi-
vals, eventually giving rise 
to the modern “Easter Bun-
ny” and egg-decorating 
customs.
But it must be clearly

I want to share an import-
ant report I read recently 
from Christian Daily Inter-
national about a believer in 
India who endured severe 
persecution for his faith.
The article recounts how 
Pastor Bipin Bihari Naik, 
a house church pastor in 
Parjang village in Odisha 
state, was attacked during 
a worship service on Jan-
uary 4. According to the 
report, a large group of 
men entered the meeting, 
forcibly removed him, and 
subjected him to physical 
abuse. The mob allegedly 
humiliated him publicly and 
attempted to coerce him 
into participating in Hindu 
religious rituals. When he 
refused, the assault inten-
sified. Pastor Naik report-
edly sustained significant 
injuries, including damage 
affecting his hearing.
The report further states 
that Pastor Naik’s wife and 
children witnessed part of

the attack and fled to seek 
help from local police. As-
sistance was delayed, and 
only after several hours 
was he rescued. With the 
help of Christian leaders, a 
formal complaint was even-
tually filed. Because of on-
going threats, Pastor Naik 
and his family have report-
edly relocated to a safer, 
undisclosed location.
We are reminded that while 
many of us worship freely, 
countless believers around 
the world face hostility and 
violence for the name of 
Jesus Christ. Scripture tells 
us, “Yea, and all that will 
live godly in Christ Jesus 
shall suffer persecution” (2 
Timothy 3:12). Yet we also 
know the Lord promises 
never to leave nor forsake 
His people (Hebrews 13:5).

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I Smuggled Bibles and 
Booklets into China

(Name withheld for safety reasons)
John 15:8 — “Herein is my 
Father glorified, that you 
bear much fruit; so shall 
you be my disciples.”
One Resurrection Sunday 
(most refer to as Easter), 
with the audience quiet 
after worship,  I gave this 
prophecy in church. The 
pastor was amazed and 
said, “That is my Scripture 
from the message today,” 
and added, “So shall you 
be my disciples.” Other 
prophecies led me to ask, 
“Are you speaking to me, 
Lord, about going to other 
countries?”
While praying, the Lord 
said, "Yes — go to China." 
(I was about 40 years old.)
   Never having done any-
thing like this before, I be-
gan working with a Hong 
Kong ministry that was 
already going into China. 
Soon, I went in on my own 
with 80 pounds of Bibles 
in 2 suitcases. I had about 
a quarter-mile walk to the 
customs entrance. The 
Lord had me fast, know-
ing I needed more of His 
power. The guard stopped 
me to look at my passport, 
thinking Bibles could be in 
them.  He could not say, 
“Open your bags,” as the 
power of the Lord was on 
him, and I was new to en-
tering the country. 
A year or more later, a 
businessman asked me to 
carry in Bibles for a pastor 
he knew there. I had 20 
Bibles and 200 Scripture 
booklets (48-page Topical 
booklets from World Mis-
sionary Press). I was wait-
ing in my car at a nearby 
restaurant with three hours 
before airport check-in, 
enjoying my comfy seats, 
when the Spirit pulled back 
inside me, prompting me to 
LEAVE. Without arguing, I 
then left them at check-in.
At the arrival city in China, 
many people were in line 
having their bags scanned. 
Praying if I should wait until 
the guard leaves when my 
bags come up, the Lord in-
wardly again pulled back, 
no, get in line.  Four peo-
ple were in front of me. The 
first two young men had 
their bags scanned. Two 
older women were next, 
but then the guard walked

away to get a drink. The 
two ladies walked around 
the scanner, and I simply 
followed them and got my 
Bibles through to the pas-
tor.
Because I had checked in 
early, my bags had been 
placed in the back of the 
plane’s hold and came off 
last upon arrival. The Lord 
knew that if I had arrived 
later, my bags would come 
off earlier, and I would 
have been with those get-
ting scanned and Bibles 
stopped.
Another year, my friend 
and I were staying in Chi-
na near a huge park. I 
had a warning vision — a 
‘’dark cannon’’ vision — 
warning not to go there, 
as it was too open. So we 
went down a side street 
near shops instead, where 
people eagerly received 
the booklets.
Near Beijing, in another city 
with open market shops, 
the Lord had warned me 
by a vision of a “dark tele-
phone”. As we handed out 
booklets, a man reached 
into our bag, grabbed two 
handfuls, and yelled “Je-
sus” in Chinese. I quickly 
grabbed his hand, pulled it 
away, and we left the area.
Later, we began handing 
them out again. I looked 
to my left and saw a man 
holding a telephone. Due 
to the vision, I stopped 
giving them out, but my 
partner continued. When I 
looked back at him, a plain-
clothes policeman had him 
by the arm. I asked why, 
and he showed his badge. 
We were taken to a local 
police station.
We sat on a bench in a 
room waiting. I felt the 
power of the Lord come 
over me. I stood up and 
said loudly, “Why are we 
being held? We have 
done nothing wrong.” Im-
mediately, all the lights in 
the building went out. I sat 
down.
Later, an English-speak-
ing officer questioned us 
and asked when we were 
leaving. I said, “Tomorrow 
— flight to Hong Kong.” 
His face dropped, clearly 
disappointed, as he had 
wanted to keep us over-

night. Instead, he let us 
go. Praise the Lord!
Another year, we went out 
after dark and distributed 
booklets all night, placing 
them at the doors of small 
homes and near home-
less people sleeping. We 
were out until 4:00 a.m. 
My guide was concerned 
the hotel staff would see 
us coming back in, but 
when we entered through 
the main door, everyone 
was asleep. We flew out 
later that morning before 
any trouble could arise. 
Over four years with sev-
eral others helping, ap-
proximately 10,000 for-
ty-eight-page Scripture 
booklets were distributed.
Isaiah 58:10-11 And if thou 
draw out thy soul to the 
hungry, and satisfy the af-
flicted soul; then shall thy 
light rise in obscurity, and 
thy darkness be as the 
noonday:  And the LORD 
shall guide thee continu-
ally, and satisfy thy soul 
in drought, and make fat

thy bones: and thou shalt 
be like a watered garden, 
and like a spring of water, 
whose waters fail not.
That He did. Glory to His 
name. If you reach out, He 
will guide you too!
