Turning to Jesus Across America

Heaven Is Moving Across America—And a Generation Is Answering the Call

Across the United States,
something powerful is stir-
ring—especially among
the younger generation.
What many have prayed
for over the years is now
unfolding before our eyes:
a fresh wave of reviv-
al, marked by bold faith,
public declarations, and
a deep hunger for God's
presence.

According to CBN News
reporting, hundreds of be-

What took place that day
was more than a gathering

revival is not only possible,
but already underway.

Wﬁat began as a regional
movement is now expand-
ing nationwide and even
globally. Organizers are
pointing toward upcoming
efforts such as Baptize
America and Baptize the
World, with participation
growing across churches
and nations.

But California is not alone.
Across the country, es-
pecially on college cam-
puses, similar reports are
emerging. In February
2026, a revival gathering
at the University of Central
Florida reportedly drew
more than 5,000 students,
with hundreds responding
in baptism and renewed
commitment to Christ.
This follows the well-doc-
umented Asbury Revival
2023, where a 16-day con-
tinuous prayer and wor-
ship service at Asbury Uni-

versity in Kentucky drew
thousands of young peo-
ple from across the nation,
many of whom encoun-
tered God in a deeply per-
sonal way.
Movements like Unite-
US and other campus-led
gatherings continue to
spread, often organized
and led by young believ-
ers themselves—not out
of obligation, but out of
genuine spiritual hunger.

WASHINGTON, D.C.
Today, the U.S. Supreme
Court ruled 8-1 in Chiles
v. Salazar that Colorado’s
2019 counseling ban on
talk therapy for minors
violates the First Amend-
ment and the free speech
of licensed counselors.
Colorado’s law banned
licensed counselors from
expressing viewpoints
aimed at helping minors
change any unwanted
same-sex attractions, be-
haviors, or gender confu-
sion. The majority opinion
found the law “censors
speech based on view-
point,” and is “unconsti-
tutional” under the “First
Amendment’s jealous
protections for the indi-
vidual’s right to think and
speak freely.”

Justice Ketanji Brown
